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KAVITHA: State Jagruthi President Kavitha expressed her concerns regarding the
ongoing phone tapping case investigation. She noted that despite two years
passing, the Special Investigation Team (SIT) has yet to reach a conclusion.
Kavitha urged for a swift resolution to the inquiry to ensure that those responsible
are held accountable and punished according to the law. Speaking to media in
Hyderabad, she voiced her expectation that former Chief Minister Chandrasekhar
Rao would eventually clarify what transpired during the SIT's investigative
process. Kavitha accused the Congress party of colluding with deceptive elements
to orchestrate political dramas.
