They alleged that the police targeted them while they were 

attempting to protest against fraudulent voting activities reported in the 58th 

division. Authorities have maintained that security measures were necessary to 

manage the situation and ensure the polls continued, though the incident has 

sparked controversy over police conduct during the voting process.

TGSRTC:On the occasion of Maha Shivaratri on February 15, the Telangana State 

Road Transport Corporation (TGSRTC) has announced special bus services to 

facilitate devotees traveling to various shrines. According to a statement released 

today, the corporation will operate 2,243 special buses to 43 major Saivite temples 

across the state from February 14 to 16. The arrangement includes 781 buses to 

Srisailam, 416 to Vemulawada, 326 to Keesaragutta, and 249 to Edupayala, among 

others. Specific services from Hyderabad's key bus terminals, including MGBS 

and JBS, are dedicated to Srisailam. TGSRTC VC & MD Y. Nagi Reddy 

instructed officials to ensure a seamless experience, noting that this year's 

operation features 208 additional buses compared to last year. Field officials are 

authorized to deploy even more buses based on real-time passenger demand to 

manage the holiday rush efficiently.

 SINGARENI-PENSION: The Union Coal Ministry has decided to appoint an 

actuary to analyze data and assess the feasibility of increasing pensions for retired 

workers of Singareni Collieries Company Limited. This development follows 

Peddapalli MP Gaddam Vamsi Krishna, who formally requested a review and 

actuarial reassessment in a letter dated January 6. In a reply, Union Coal Ministry 

Undersecretary Rupinder Brar informed the MP that a decision to appoint an 

actuary was taken during the Coal Mines Provident Fund Organisation (CMPFO) 

trustees' meeting held on December 22 last year. The appointed actuary will 

evaluate the pension fund and examine possibilities for hiking the pension amount. 

Officials confirmed that the final decision regarding pension revision will be based 

solely on the report submitted by this actuary. MP Vamsi Krishna emphasized his 

ongoing efforts to raise the pension to 10,000 rupees promising to continue 

fighting for the workers' welfare based on the forthcoming report. PTC/PP 14 

CRICKET: In T20 World Cup 2026, South Africa secured a sensational victory 
against Afghanistan after a thrilling match that required two Super overs to decide 
the outcome. After both teams were tied at 187 runs in the stipulated 20 overs, the 
first Super Over was called. Afghanistan set a target of 188, and a last-ball six by 
Tristan Stubbs for South Africa tied the Super Over once more, forcing a second 
one. In the second Super Over, David Miller and Stubbs propelled South Africa to 
a formidable 23 runs without losing a wicket. Despite Rahmanullah Gurbaz hitting 
three consecutive sixes during the chase, Afghanistan was restricted to 19 runs for 
the loss of two wickets. South Africa's bowlers held their nerve in the final 
moments, clinching a nerve-wracking win against Afganistan. Later in the day, 
England will take on West Indies in the Group 'C' match at Wankhede Stadium, 
Mumbai from 7 PM.

PAKISTAN ATTORNEYS: The sentencing of Pakistani human rights attorneys 

Imaan Mazari and Hadi Ali Chattha to 17 years in prison has drawn sharp 

condemnation from the United Nations, the European Union, and international 

rights groups. Convicted in January under the Prevention of Electronic Crimes Act 

for social media posts critical of state institutions, critics argue the case represents 

a dangerous escalation in suppressing dissent and legal advocacy. The UN Human 

Rights Office stated that criminal sanctions for peaceful expression violate 

international law, while Amnesty International demanded the couple's immediate 

release, calling the convictions politically motivated and part of a broader pattern 

of harassment against activists.

ELECTIONS CONCLUDE: Polling for the municipal elections across 116 

municipalities and 7 corporations in Telangana officially concluded at 5:00 PM today, 

after beginning peacefully at 7:00 AM. While officials allowed voters already within 

the premises by closing time to cast their ballots, the day saw a surge in tensions 

during final hours. Despite extensive security arrangements aimed at ensuring a 

peaceful process, sporadic clashes and verbal altercations occurred between workers 

of major political parties across various regions. Authorities had to intervene in 

several instances where party leaders confronted police officers, bringing the 

situations under control swiftly to ensure the voting process continued. Following the 



conclusion of polling, all electronic voting machines are being secured, with the 

counting of votes scheduled for February 13.
