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MUSI: The land acquisition process for the Musi River rejuvenation project has
gained momentum, particularly in the Rajendranagar division. RDO Venkat Reddy
today said that formal notifications have already been issued for the Kismetpur
and Darga areas. He confirmed that the government would soon take possession
of structures in Bandlaguda Jagir and Upparpalli as well, adhering strictly to
established regulations. Addressing the ongoing controversy surrounding the
Madhupark Ridge Apartment, the RDO clarified that the building is situated
entirely within the Musi buffer zone. Although the apartment was originally
constructed with all necessary approvals, he explained that its acquisition is now
unavoidable due to current project requirements. However, he provided an
assurance that the property would only be taken over after the affected residents
receive appropriate compensation in accordance with the law.

SRIDHAR BABU: Telangana will soon roll out Ease of Doing Business 2.0 as part of
its strategy to position the State as a preferred global investment destination, IT
and Industries Minister D. Sridhar Babu said on Tuesday. The Minister was
speaking after inaugurating the Growth X 2026 conference organised by the
Federation of Telangana Chambers of Commerce and Industry (FTCCI) at JRC
