Lok Sabha has been adjourned for the day following opposition
protests on various issues including India-US trade deal. When the House
met after the first adjournment at 12 noon, the opposition members from
Congress, TMC and DMK again trooped into the well and raised slogans



against the government. The Presiding officer urged the members to allow
the House to function. Amidst the opposition’s uproar, the Minister’s laid
the papers of their respective Ministries. Despite repeated appeals made by
the chair, the opposition members continued with their protest following
which the House was adjourned for the day. The Discussion on Union
Budget 2026-27 was listed in the business of the House but could not be
taken up due to the opposition's continued protest.

Earlier, when the Lok Sabha assembled for the day, Lok Sabha
Speaker Om Birla tried to take up Question Hour, however, opposition
members trooped into the well and started sloganeering. Mr Birla
expressed concern over the behaviour of the opposition members and
appealed them to allow the House to function. He said, more than 19 hours
of the House have been wasted due to disruption in the House during the
Budget Session of the Parliament.

The Lok Sabha Speaker accused the opposition of deliberately
creating disruptions in the House. He urged members to maintain dignity
and decorum of the House. Mr Birla said, the people of the country have
elected the members for meaningful discussion in the House but the
opposition members are disturbing the House by raising slogans and
displaying placards. However, the opposition members continued with their
protest leading to the adjournment of the House till 12 noon.

On the other side, Rajya Sabha transacted normal business before
being finally adjourned for the day. When the House met for the day,
Members of the House raised the matter of public importance during the
Zero Hour. Then the House took up Question Hour, wherein several
Ministers including Ashwini Vaishnaw and Shivraj Singh Chouhan replied to
the supplementaries. When the House assembled at 2:00 PM post lunch,
the Rajya Sabha took up Private member legislative Business, members of
various political parties moved their Private Member’s Bills. Later, Rajya
Sabha Deputy Chairman Harivansh adjourned the House for the day. Both
the Houses will meet again on Monday at 11:00 AM.

The Government has sanctioned more than three crore 87 lakh
houses to the States and Union Territories under Pradhan Mantri Awas
Yojana-Gramin(PMAY-G). In a written reply in the Rajya Sabha yesterday,
Minister of state for Rural Development Dr Chander Shekhar Pemmasani
said that out of the sanctioned houses, more than two crore 95 lakh
houses have been completed as on 2nd of this month.

The Ministry of Rural Development is implementing the
Pradhan Mantri Awaas Yojana-Gramin from 1st April, 2016 to construct
four crore 95 lakh houses by March 2029.

Government has said that the Beti Bachao Beti Padhao scheme has
transformed from a policy initiative into a national movement by mobilizing
various stakeholders, including government agencies, communities, media,
civil society and the public at large. In a written reply in the Lok Sabha
yesterday, Minister for Women and Child Development Annpurna Devi said,
Sex Ratio at Birth at the national level has increased from 918 in 2014-15
to 929 in 2024-25 and gross enrolment ratio of girls in the schools at
secondary level has increased from 75.51 per cent in 2014-15 to 80.2 per
cent in 2024-25. She said, based on the Sex Ratio at Birth SRB status of
districts as per the 2020-21 HMIS data of the Ministry of Health and Family
Welfare, funds are provided to districts according to their SRB. The Minister
said, Beti Bachao Beti Padhao Scheme was launched on 22nd January 2015
to help address Child Sex Ratio and related issues of empowerment of girls
and women over a life cycle continuum. She said, it aims not only to
address immediate concerns related to sex ratio and gender-based
discrimination but also to foster a cultural shift towards valuing the girl
child and ensuring her rights and opportunities.

ICC U19 CRICKET WORLD CUP WIN

India have clinched the U19 Cricket World Cup title for a record sixth
time, beating England by 100 runs in the final of the U-19 World Cup 2026
in Harare, Zimbabwe, last evening. After winning the toss and opting to bat
first, India were propelled by a stunning, record-breaking masterclass from



Vaibhav Suryavanshi, who scored 175 off just 80 balls. Skipper Ayush
Mhatre contributed a crucial 53, while Abhigyan Kundu added 40, guiding
India to a massive total of 411 for nine in the stipulated 50 overs. Vaibhav
Suryavanshi was named both Player of the Match and Player of the Series.
For England, James Minto claimed three wickets, while Sebastian Morgan
and Alex Green took two wickets each, and Manny Lumsden picked up one.

Chasing India’s imposing target of 412, England were bowled out for
311 in 40.2 overs. Caleb Falconer top-scored for England with 115,
supported by Ben Dawkins” 66. India’s bowlers then sealed the victory,
with RS Ambrish taking three wickets, Deepesh Devendran and Kanishk
Chouhan two wickets each, and Khilan Patel and Ayush Mhatre picking up
a wicket apiece.

It is a historic win for the Ayush Mhatre-led India side, marking the
largest margin of victory in terms of runs in a U19 World Cup final.

MORN ICC T20 WC

The ICC Men’s T20 World Cup 2026, co-hosted by India and Sri
Lanka, kickstarts today. The month-long tournament will run until March 8,
featuring 20 international teams competing across 55 matches at venues
spread across both countries.

Three matches are schduled for today. The opening match will be
played at the Sinhalese Sports Club in Colombo, where Pakistan will take
on the Netherlands. The match will start at 11 AM IST. The second match
will be played between West Indies and Scotland at Eden Gardens, Kolkata
at 3 PM.

Defending champions India will begin their campaign later today at
07 PM facing the United States at the iconic Wankhede Stadium in Mumbai.

India will be aiming to make history by becoming the first team to
successfully defend a Men’s T20 World Cup title. The expanded tournament
format includes group stages followed by the Super 8s and knockout
rounds, designed to increase competitiveness and provide emerging teams



with a global platform. Traditional powerhouses such as Australia and
England are expected to pose strong challenges, while associate nations

will be eager to make their mark and create memorable moments on the
