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BJP-AI SUMMIT

BJP today hit out at congress party for its protest during AI Impact
Summit-2026 in New Delhi. Addressing a Press Conference in the National
Capital, BJP National Spokesperson Dr. Sambit Patra alleged that the
Congress party is against the idea of India. He said that four people have
been arrested including National Secretary of Youth Congress. Mr Patra
claimed that the alleged act is not an experiment but a deliberate attempt
to malign the country's image. The BJP spokesperson also accused the
Congress of lacking the insight to recognize that India is hosting this Al
summit, and not BJP.

BJP leader and Union Minister Piyush Goayal also criticized the
Congress party saying that such a disruption only exposes Congress party’s
lack of vision for India.
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The Government has proposed to discontinue cash payments at all
National Highway fee plazas across the country from the 1st of April, this
year. The move is aimed at creating a fully digital tolling ecosystem and
strengthening operational efficiency.

The National Highways Authority of India (NHAI) said that all toll
payments will be processed exclusively through digital modes such as
FASTag and Unified Payments Interface, UPI. It added that the proposed
transition is intended to enhance ease of commuting by improving lane
throughput, reducing congestion at toll plazas and ensuring greater
transparency and consistency in toll transactions.

The complete shift to digital payments is expected to improve traffic
management, minimise delays and enhance the overall user experience at
more than 1 thousand 150 fee plazas on National Highways and
Expressways.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today held a bilateral meeting with
Hereditary Prince of Liechtenstein Prince Alois in New Delhi at the sidelines
of the India Al Impact Summit 2026. External Affairs Ministry said that
during the meeting both leaders reviewed bilateral cooperation in various
areas. They agreed to promote deeper collaboration between India and
Liechtenstein particularly in the fields of trade, investment, and emerging
technologies including Al, innovation and skill development building on the
momentum of the India-EFTA Trade and Economic Partnership Agreement
(TEPA). In a social media post, Prime Minister Modi said they discussed the
strong potential of economic linkages between both nations, particularly
after the India-EFTA and cooperation in areas such as innovation,
technology, skilling, among others.

The Prime Minister also held a bilateral meeting with President of the
Slovak Republic Peter Pellegrini on the sidelines of the summit. They

Both leaders welcomed the fresh momentum in ties generated by
the adoption of the landmark India-EU FTA and the India-EU Joint
Comprehensive Strategic Agenda 2030. The leaders agreed to further
strengthen India- Slovak Republic relations for mutual benefit especially in
the digital sector. Prime Minister Modi also held a bilateral meeting
with Sri Lankan President Anura Kumara Dissanayake on the sidelines of
the Summit. In a social media post, Mr. Modi said they discussed avenues
of cooperation in areas such as energy, connectivity, infrastructure,
healthcare, skilling, culture, blue economy and more. The leaders also took
stock of the progress in India-Sri Lanka relations in recent times.
During the meeting with United Nations Secretary General Antonio
Guterres and Prime Minister Modi, they exchanged perspectives on UN
reforms, especially giving greater voice to the Global South. The leaders
also talked about making Al all inclusive and how the UN can play a
constructive role in this regard. Mr Modi reiterated India's support towards
any effort aimed at harnessing Al for a better planet.

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HEALTH- AIIMS

Union Minister of Health and Family Welfare J.P. Nadda has
emphasised for maintaining a balanced approach among patient care,
teaching, and research, with a clear focus on strengthening a patient-
centric model. He underscored the need to institute structured patient
feedback mechanisms and to take concrete steps to enhance patient
satisfaction. Mr Nadda stated this while addressing the Leadership
Conclave for the Presidents and the Executive Directors of new All India
Institutes of Medical Sciences, in New Delhi today.

The Conclave is envisaged as an ongoing endeavour to build
institutional capacities, promote inter-institutional collaboration, and
establish a strong and cohesive network of AIIMS institutions to further
strengthen public health systems in the country. Nadda expressed hope
that the new AIIMS should progressively establish world standards in
patient care and medical education, while preserving the institutional ethos
associated with the AIIMS system.

Noting that the new AIIMS are at different stages of development,



the Health Minister stressed the importance of mutual support and
structured collaboration so that institutions may grow together in a
coordinated manner. He expressed satisfaction that 20 AIIMS have
established a collaborative research consortium to advance coordinated
health research aligned with national priorities.He urged the adoption of
cutting-edge technologies, particularly the integration of Artificial
Intelligence in diagnostics and clinical decision-making, and emphasized
the need to institutionalize telemedicine services as a regular component of
AIIMS functioning.He also called for strengthening outreach programmes
to expand community engagement and reinforce the public health role of
the institutions.The Minister further directed that facilities such as Jan
Aushadhi Kendras and AMRIT Pharmacies should be established and
maintained in every AIIMS to ensure affordable access to medicines.On the
occasion, the Union Health Minister also released a publication titled
“Compilation of Office Memorandum and Guidelines on Various Matters”
