VANDE MATRAM- GOVT

The government has issued detailed guidelines on the observance of
India’s National Song, Vande Mataram, directing that all six stanzas of the
official version must be rendered first whenever the National Song and the
National Anthem are performed together. According to the Union Home
Ministry, the full six-stanza version is to be sung or played on key state
occasions such as the arrival of the President, the unfurling of the National
Flag, and addresses by Governors, among other formal events. Under
these directions, the official version of the National Song shall be played on
the occasion of Civil Investitures, upon arrival and departure of the
President and Governor at formal State functions and other functions
organised by the Government. It should also be played immediately before
and after the President addresses the Nation over All India Radio-
Akashvani and Television, and when the National Flag is brought on
parade. The Ministry further added that people present at assemblies
where the national song is performed must stand in an attention posture.

G. KISHAN REDDY

Union Minister G. Kishan Reddy criticized the Congress government for
announcing the creation of new municipal corporations without adequate
planning & funds.

On the occasion, the Ministry
will also unveil the Next Generation Digital Portal of the Geological Survey
of India (GSI). The portal brings together data acquisition, analysis,
visualisation and dissemination on a single cloud-enabled platform. The
2nd Tranche of Exploration Licence auctions are being launched following
the successful rollout of the first tranche at Goa in March this year. The
first tranche covered 13 Exploration Licence blocks, including Rare Earth
Elements, Zinc, Diamond, Copper and Platinum Group Elements.

RIJIJU-RAHUL GANDHI

Union Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju said that the government
will move a privilege notice against Rahul Gandhi for misleading the house
for making baseless statements in the Lok Sabha during the Budget
discussion.Talking to Media Kiren Rijiju said Rahul Gandhi has also made
useless and false allegations against the Prime Minister Narendra Modi. Mr
Rijiju noted that on what basis, Mr Rahul has made a serious allegation
without giving any notice.

According to the Election Commission, 12.77 crore
voters are eligible to vote.



Alongside the parliamentary polls, a referendum will seek public
approval for key constitutional and institutional reforms under the proposed
“July Charter.”

In a televised address, Chief Election Commissioner AMM Nasir Uddin
urged citizens to vote peacefully and accept the results, warning that any
untoward incident would be dealt with firmly.
