Union Home Minister Amit Shah today asked the CBI and Indian
Cyber Crime Coordination Centre (I4C) to develop a joint system with other
institutions like NIA, ED and banks to devise a coordinated and highly-



secure ecosystem and remain two steps ahead to counter cybercriminals
using novel technologies to commit crimes. Underlining the gravity of
cybercrimes in the country, the home minister said considering the volume
and stakes of India’s digital transactions, the scenario of cybercrime
appears alarming with one person becoming a victim every 37 seconds on
an average, and 100 falling prey to it every hour. Shah said that through
361,000 cyber fraud complaints, the government has successfully
safeguarded Rs 8,189 crore, which is a significant achievement. Delivering
the keynote address at a national conference on ‘Tackling Cyber-Enabled
Frauds and Dismantling the Ecosystem’ organised by the CBI and the home
ministry's anti-cybercrime unit, 14C, Shah asked the state police to deploy
adequate manpower to manage the cybercrime reporting call centre 1930
to ensure prompt action so that the amount involved can be salvaged.

DEFENCE DRAFT

The Department of Defence has prepared the draft Defence
Acquisition Procedure (DAP)-2026 to propel Jointness, Atmanirbharta and
Integration and Force Modernisation. The Ministry of Defence has said, the
draft will enable speed of acquisition with scaling of production and lead to
the growth and development of its ecosystem in the country. The proposed
draft aims to align the country's defence acquisition with the rapidly
evolving geo-strategic landscape, economic growth, human capital skilling,
private defence industry growth and the technological imperatives of
modern warfare in the country.

The Ministry added that the proposed draft will also ensure
categorisation and procurement strategy based on technological availability
and manufacturing readiness, procurement of major platforms, exploitation
of modern technology before bulk procurement and utilisation of
indigenous military material, among others. The DAP will boost defence
manufacturing and exports along with restriction on import to domestically
non-available and critical equipment only. It intends to weave the security
of the nation and technological growth in a single thread and create the
canvas for Viksit Bharat-2047.

The Ministry further informed that it sought suggestions on the draft
DAP-2026 from stake-holders latest by 3rd of the next month as per the
prescribed format on its website. It said that Once approved, draft DAP-
2026 will replace the Defence Acquisition Procedure-2020.
