GOOGLE - AMERICA INDIA CONNECT

At India AI Impact Summit, Google has announced that it will connect
India with the US through new subsea cables as part of a 15 billion dollar
investment spread over five years. In a statement, the company informed
that through their collaborative infrastructure initiative named America-India
Connect, a new international subsea gateway will be established in Vizag. It
added that three new subsea paths connecting India to Singapore, South
Africa, and Australia; and four strategic fiber-optic routes will also be



established.

Speaking at the India AI Impact Summit in New Delhi, CEO of Google,
Sundar Pichai said that the initiative delivers new sub-sea cable routes to
increase Al connectivity between India, the United States of America and
multiple locations across the southern hemisphere. On the occasion, he also
expressed hope that we believe India is going to have an extraordinary
trajectory with AI. He further added that Google is partnering with AIIMS in
India to explore how patients can input their symptoms or provide
information, and the AI can create a report to help assist doctors.

TRUMP - BOARD OF PEACE



US President Donald Trump will chair the Board of Peace meeting today
and will make an announcement regarding the 5 billion dollar pledged for
Gaza by 20 member states attending the meeting, White House Press
Secretary Karoline Leavitt said. Addressing the media, Leavitt said that the
Board of Peace meeting will focus on maintaining security in Gaza amid the
ongoing war between Israel and Hamas. Mr. Trump will announce
reconstruction efforts and committed thousands of personnel for the
International Stabilisation Force and local police to maintain security and
peace for Gazans. Regarding the nuclear deal with Iran, Leavitt said that
diplomacy is the first option for US President Donald Trump before
considering military action against Iran. She added that it would be wise for
Iran to reach an agreement with the United States.

ZELENSKYY- GENEVA TALK

Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy has said that the outcomes of
the trilateral talks with the United States and Russia in Geneva were not
sufficient. In a social media post, Zelenskyy said that sensitive political
matters, including possible compromises to end the ongoing war, were not
sufficiently worked through. He announced that the next meeting will take
place later this month. The Geneva talks are part of ongoing international
efforts, mediated by the US, to find a negotiated settlement to the war
between Ukraine and Russia, which began in February 2022. The Geneva
discussions follow two rounds of negotiations brokered by the US, held in the
United Arab Emirates in January and early February this year.

ICC MEN'S T20

In the ICC Men's T20 Cricket World Cup, defending champions India
beat the Netherlands by 17 runs in the final Group A fixture at the Narendra
Modi Stadium in Ahmedabad last night. Electing to bat first, India posted 193
for six in the stipulated 20 overs, with Shivam Dube scoring 66 off 31 balls.

In reply, the Netherlands managed 176 for seven in 20 overs. Indian
bowler Varun Chakaravarthy claimed three wickets, while Shivam Dube
picked up two. Dube was named Player of the Match for his impressive
all-round performance. India will next face South Africa in their opening
Super Eights match in Ahmedabad on Sunday.

Earlier yesterday, in another Group A fixture, Pakistan defeated
Namibia by 102 runs in Colombo to clinch the last remaining Super Eight
berth. Put in to bat first, Pakistan posted 199 for three in 20 overs. Chasing
the target, Namibia were all out for 97 in 17.3 overs.

In their final Group D match of the tournament, South Africa defeated
the UAE by six wickets at the Arun Jaitley Stadium in New Delhi yesterday.
South Africa easily overhauled the target of 123, losing four wickets in 13.2
overs, to enter the Super Eights. Batting first, the UAE made 122 for six in 20
overs.

Today, West Indies will take on Italy at Eden Gardens in Kolkata at 11
AM, while Sri Lanka will face Zimbabwe in Colombo at 3 PM. Later,
Afghanistan will play Canada at the MA Chidambaram Stadium in Chennai at
7 PM,
