The two leaders would also be 
exchanging views on regional and global issues of mutual interest, 
including cooperation in multilateral fora, reformed multilateralism, global 
governance and issues concerning the Global South. 



 Our correspondent reports that India and Brazil share a warm, close 
and multi-faceted Strategic Partnership, rooted in shared democratic 
values, close people-to-people ties and expanding cooperation across key 
sectors.

Brazil is 
India’s largest trading partner in Latin American Countries, LAC 
region. Bilateral engagement has continued to deepen in areas 
such as trade and investment, defence, energy, agriculture, health 
and pharmaceuticals, energy, including renewables, critical 
minerals, rare earth materials, science and technology and 
innovation. The two countries share common views on various 
international issues, including UN reforms, climate change and 
combating terrorism.

President Murmu also noted that while the UN-80 
initiative offers a good platform for reforms, it is important that 
developmental priorities of the Global South are protected in any
