NIRMALA-BUDGET  
 Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman will present the Union Budget 
2026-27 in the Lok Sabha today. After presentation of the Budget in the 
Lower House, the copy of the budget will be tabled in the Rajya Sabha. It 
will be the third Budget of the Narendra Modi government in its third term.  
 Before the budget Preparation, the Finance Minister held pre Budget 
consultations meetings with several stakeholders, including experts and 
representatives from economists, trade unions, education and health 
sector, MSME, trade and services, industry, economists, financial sector 
and capital markets. Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh had also held 
extensive pre-Budget consultations on various aspects related to 



agriculture and rural development and submitted compiled report of 
suggestions to the Finance Minister. Our correspondent has the details:

 Finance Minister Sitharaman is set to present a record ninth 
consecutive Union Budget, since assuming office in 2019. In her 
budget speech, she will outline the government's revenue and 
expenditure plans for the next financial year. The Budget is 
expected to outline the government’s economic roadmap for the 
coming year, with a focus on growth, employment generation and 
fiscal stability. During the course of Budget preparation, various 
inputs have been sought from the citizens, including youth, 
through various platforms, which will reflect in the upcoming 
Union Budget 2026-27. The Budget documents will be available 
on the Union Budget Mobile App and the website after the 
completion of the Budget Speech in Parliament. After the 
presentation of the Union Budget, Finance Minister will interact 
with around thirty college students from different regions of the 
country. The Budget session which began on 28th January will 
continue till 2nd April.

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REV NT JAISHANKAR - INDIA ARAB FMM 
 
 
 External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar today stated that zero 
tolerance for terrorism must be an uncompromising universal norm. In his 
opening remarks at the 2nd India - Arab Foreign Ministers’ Meeting held in 
New Delhi, Dr Jaishankar said terrorism in all its forms and manifestations 
is a common threat for India and the Arab nations. He highlighted that 
cross border terrorism is particularly unacceptable because it violates the 



basic principles of international relations and diplomacy. He further stated 
that societies targeted by terrorism have the right to defend themselves 
and will understandably exercise it. He stressed the need to strengthen the 
international cooperation to combat this global scourge.

Co-chairing the India - Arab Foreign Ministers’ Meeting in New Delhi, Dr 
Jaishankar uderlined the importance India places on its ties with the Arab 
world. He highlighted the significance of cooperation in trade, energy, 
emerging technologies, connectivity and people to people ties. He opined 
that today's adoption of Delhi Declaration and the Executive Programme 
for 2026-28 will go a long way in strengthening India - Arab partnership. 
Dr Jaishankar said, India has strong partnerships with all League of Arab 
States, LAS nations and much of this is rooted in history. He said, they are 
meeting at an important juncture where the global order is undergoing 
transformation for a variety of reasons, and politics, economics, technology 
and demography are all fully into play. He said this is apparent in West 
Asia where the landscape has undergone a dramatic change in the last 
year. He added that this impacts India as a proximate region, and its 
implications are relevant for India's relationship with Arab nations as well 
to a considerable degree. The External Affairs Minister pointed out that 
multiple developments have taken place in West Asia over the last few 
years and many of them have reverberated well beyond the region. He 
said, the situation in Gaza in particular has been the focus for the 
international community. He emphasised that taking forward the 
comprehensive plan to end the Gaza conflict is a widely shared priority 
today.
