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DAY INDIA - AI IMPACT SUMMIT  
 The India-AI Impact Summit 2026 is underway in New Delhi. The five 
day Summit is the first-ever global AI summit to be hosted in the Global 
South. The Summit will strengthen India’s role as a key platform for 
shaping the global AI agenda. It also positions India as a convenor and 
partner in global AI cooperation, supporting shared standards, collaborative 
frameworks, and scalable solutions for public good. Over a hundred 
countries have been invited to the Summit and more than two lakh people 
have registered online.
