DPIIT-MEETING

The Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade
convened the 109th meeting of the Network Planning Group in New Delhi
to evaluate infrastructure projects.

ECI-GPS TRACKERS

The Election Commission of India has decided to fit GPS trackers on
vehicles allotted to Central Armed Police Forces personnel being deployed
in West Bengal ahead of the Assembly elections. Deployment of CAPF
personnel will begin in two phases. The first phase of 240 companies will
be deployed from 1st of next month. The Commission has directed that
armed forces will carry out area domination exercises and familiarise
themselves with the geography of the state. Chief Electoral Officer of
West Bengal said the GPS tracking system will enable ECI-appointed
central observers to monitor the movement of CAPF personnel.

The second phase of 240 companies will be deployed from 10th
March. In the first phase, 110 companies will be from the CRPF, 55 from
the BSF, 21 from the CISF, 27 from the ITBP and 27 from the SSB. In the
second phase, 120 companies will be from the CRPF, 65 from the BSF, 16
from the CISF, 20 from the ITBP and 19 from the SSB. The Commission
has taken this step following complaints in previous elections about
ineffective deployment of CAPF personnel.

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SC-CORRUPTION CHAPTER

The Supreme Court today took suo-motu cognisance of references to
corruption in the judiciary in a Class 8 NCERT textbook and termed the
issue a matter of grave concern. A Bench comprising Chief Justice Surya
Kant and Justices Joymalya Bagchi and Vipul M. Pancholi took note of the
matter. Senior advocate Kapil Sibal mentioned before the court that
children of Class 8 are being taught about corruption in the judiciary,
calling it deeply concerning.

Justice Bagchi observed that the content appeared to run against the
basic structure of the Constitution. The Chief Justice said that both the Bar
and the Bench are perturbed. He added that High Court judges are also
disturbed over the issue. The Bench made it clear that it will not allow
anyone to defame the institution.

According to the new Social Science NCERT textbook for Class 8,
corruption, massive backlog of cases and shortage of judges are among
the challenges faced by the judicial system.

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US PRESIDENT ADDRESS

President Donald Trump has declared that US is back and is currently
richer and stronger than ever before. Delivering his first State of the Union
address during his second term as president to a sharply divided Congress
this morning, Trump cited a massive national turnaround under his
leadership. The President focused heavily on national security and border
control. He claimed his administration has established the most secure
border in American history, asserting that no illegal entries have occurred
in the past nine months. To support his claims of a 100 per cent closed
border, Trump noted that the flow of fentanyl into the country has dropped
by a record 56 per cent in a single year. Additionally, he highlighted a
historic drop in the national murder rate, describing it as the lowest level in
over 125 years.

Turning to the economy, Trump credited his first-year policies for a
surge in national wealth. A major highlight of the speech was a new energy
initiative involving the Artificial Intelligence (AI) industry. To protect



citizens from rising utility bills, Trump announced an agreement requiring
major tech companies to build dedicated power plants for their Al data
centers. This policy ensures that the massive energy demands of Al
infrastructure are met by independent generation rather than straining the
local power grids used by households and small businesses. The President
concluded by describing the past year as a transformation like no one has
ever seen and vowed that the nation would never return to its previous
state. The speech set a firm tone for his administration’s America First
approach to technology and infrastructure.
