        Lok Sabha has been adjourned till 12 noon following opposition 
uproar during Question Hour. When the House assembled for the day, the 
Presiding officer Krishna Prasad Tenneti tried to take up Question Hour but 
the opposition members including Congress, TMC and DMK among others 
trooped into the well and started sloganeering. 

 Amidst the noisy scene, Minister of State for Power, Shripad Yesso 
Naik tried to answer the Question related to Aggregate technical and 
Commercial losses in power sector but he could not complete his reply due 
to disruption in proceedings. The Presiding officer appealed to protesting 
members to allow the House to function and take up Question Hour. He 
said that bringing placards into the House is against the rules. The 
opposition members continued with their protest leading to the 
adjournment of the House till 12 noon.

RAJYA SABHA 



The Rajya Sabha took up Zero Hour when the House assembled for the 
day for proceedings. Union Ministers have laid the several reports on the 
table with permission of Rajya Sabha Chairman C P Radhakrishnan.  During 
the proceedings, Member of Parliament Dr L Murgan moved the Motion for 
the election of seven members to the committee on Public Account and 
Public Undertaking. The Motion was adopted by the voice vote in the 
house.   The Motion for the election of 10 members to committee for the 
welfare of SC-ST has also been adopted in the house.  Members from 
different political parties have raised issues of urgent importance with 
permission of Rajya Sabha Chairman C P Radhakrishnan during the zero 
hour.  
 
 
 
SBI REPORT - INDIA US DEAL 
State Bank of India (SBI) Research Report has said that India's trade 
surplus with the US may cross 90 billion US dollars annually after the trade 
deal, with at least a 45 billion US dollars annual additional trade surplus 
with the US, which is 1.1 per cent of the GDP, and savings of 3 billion US 
dollars in forex reserve. The report further said that the trade deal with the 
US, back on the heels of wide arc of trade deals with the EU and the UK, 
catapults India to a unique strategic position wherein the country, as also 
its exporters, are poised to gain much, without ceding meaningful ground 
on matters of sensitivities. SBI's Group Chief Economic Adviser Dr. Soumya 
Kanti Ghosh said that as per their preliminary estimates, Indian exporters 
may increase exports of top 15 items to the US by 97 billion US dollars in a 
year, including the remaining items the potential may easily cross 100 
billion US dollar mark. 
 
 
US-INDIA-TRUMP 
US President Donald Trump has hailed the trade deal with India as historic 
and said America will increase its coal exports dramatically to the country 
and to others with which it has trade agreements.

world. Last week, the US and India announced they have reached a 
framework for an interim agreement on trade.

TELANGANA - MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS 
Municipal elections in Telangana concluded peacefully, apart from a few 
stray incidents, with electoral officials reporting a total voter turnout of 
73.01 percent across the state.

exercise their franchise. Among the municipalities, Choutuppal in Yadadri 
Bhuvanagiri district registered the highest turnout at 91.91 percent, 
whereas Nandikonda in Nalgonda district recorded the lowest at 59.68 
percent. Regarding the municipal corporations, Nalgonda registered the 
highest polling at 77.36 percent, and Nizamabad recorded the lowest at 
59.12 percent. Female voters held a slight edge in participation, with a 
turnout of 73.39 percent compared to 72.63 percent for male voters. 
Officials stated that the counting of votes will take place on the 13th of this 
month. Overall, authorities noted that the democratic process was 
successful, largely due to the enthusiastic participation of the people. 
 
 
REV. LS- INDUSTIAL CODE BILL 
Seeking to avoid any future unwarranted complication over continuity of 
certain laws replaced by the Industrial Relations Code of 2020, an 
amendment bill was introduced in the Lok Sabha yesterday. The Industrial 
Relations Code (Amendment) Bill 2026 was introduced by Union Minister of 
Labour and Employment Mansukh Mandaviya in the House during Zero 
Hour. The Bill is expected to be taken up for consideration and passing 
today. According to the statement of objects and reasons of the Bill, the 
Industrial Relations Code, 2020 replaces the Trade Unions Act, 1926, the 
Industrial Employment (Standing Orders) Act, 1946 and the Industrial 
Disputes Act, 1947, relating to trade unions, industrial employment and 
industrial disputes. 
 

 

VANDE MATRAM- GOVT 
The government has issued detailed guidelines on the observance of 
India’s National Song, Vande Mataram, directing that all six stanzas of the 
official version must be rendered first whenever the National Song and the 
National Anthem are performed together. According to the Union Home 
Ministry, the full six-stanza version is to be sung or played on key state 
occasions such as the arrival of the President, the unfurling of the National 
Flag, and addresses by Governors, among other formal events. Under 
these directions, the official version of the National Song shall be played on 
the occasion of Civil Investitures, upon arrival and departure of the 



President and Governor at formal State functions and other functions 
organised by the Government. It should also be played immediately before 
and after the President addresses the Nation over All India Radio-
Akashvani and Television, and when the National Flag is brought on 
parade. The Ministry further added that people present at assemblies 
where the national song is performed must stand in an attention posture.
