EVE. PM MALAYSIA (WITH V/C)

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today held wide-ranging talks with his
Malaysian counterpart Anwar Ibrahim in Kuala Lumpur. The talks covered
political, defence and security cooperation, trade and investment, the
digital economy, energy, education, tourism and regional issues.

On the second and final day of Prime Minister Modi’s visit to Malaysia,



the two sides committed to work on sixteen agreements and engagements
across different sectors, including disaster management, audiovisual co-
production, combating and preventing corruption, and semiconductors.

Prime Minister Modi said cooperation between the two countries will
expand in intelligence sharing, maritime security, defence and counter-
terrorism. Mr Modi underlined that India’s position on terrorism is clear,
with no double standards and no compromise.

The Prime Minister, who was on his third official visit to Malaysia and
his first since ties were elevated to a Comprehensive Strategic Partnership,
highlighted that cooperation between India and Malaysia is growing and
both sides will deepen collaboration in artificial intelligence,
semiconductors, health and food security. He noted that the CEO Forum
has opened new opportunities for trade and investment.

Prime Minister Modi also said India remains committed to ASEAN
centrality and congratulated Malaysia on its chairmanship of ASEAN. He
said both countries agreed to complete the review of the ASEAN-India
Trade in Goods Agreement at the earliest. He added that India and
Malaysia are working together for development, peace and stability in the
Indo-Pacific region.

The India-Malaysia Joint Statement released after the talks
reaffrmed the commitment of both sides to further expand the
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership. The two leaders agreed to enhance
trade and expand cooperation in priority sectors including infrastructure,
renewable energy, advanced manufacturing, semiconductors and digital
technologies. They also welcomed the outcome of the 10th India-Malaysia
CEOs’ Forum.

The Joint Statement also noted the formalisation of the Malaysia-
India Digital Council to advance cooperation in the semiconductor
ecosystem, digital public infrastructure, cybersecurity, artificial intelligence
and fintech. Both sides also supported efforts to establish cross-border
payment linkages to facilitate business and tourism.

During the visit, the Prime Minister also interacted with leading
business representatives, including executives from major Malaysian
companies, to discuss investment plans and collaboration across key
sectors. Malaysia is India’s third-largest trading partner within ASEAN, with
bilateral trade close to twenty billion US dollars.

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NEW CHHATTISHGARH-AMIT SHAH

Union Home Minister Amit Shah has said, ideology-driven
governance under the BIP had transformed states which once considered
backward, including Chhattisgarh. Speaking at the valedictory session of
Organiser’s conclave titled “Chhattisgarh @ 25: Shifting the Lens: Security,
Prosperity and Stability” in Nava Raipur, Mr Shah said, after its
formation, Chhattisgarh witnessed significant development during
fifteen years of BIP rule. He said, the state has now entered its
twenty-fifth year and will prove to be auspicious for the country.

Mr Shah said, recently the President of the European Union said,
when India is stable, the entire world becomes secure and stable. He
added that the three words: security, prosperity and stability coincide with
the theme of the conclave. During his day long visit to Chhattisgarh, the
Home Minister held two high-level meetings in Raipur to review anti-Naxal
operations and various development works. In a message posted on social
media, the Union Home Minister said that the security-centric strategy,
strengthening of infrastructure, crackdown on Naxal financial networks,
and the surrender policy have yielded positive results.

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NSA-CANADA VISIT

India and Canada have agreed to formulate a shared work plan to
guide cooperation on national security and law enforcement issues and to
enable practical collaboration on respective priorities. The decision was
taken during a meeting between National Security Adviser Ajit Doval and
his Canadian counterpart Nathalie Drouin in Ottawa on Saturday. The



Ministry of External Affairs (MEA), yesterday sharing details of the meeting,
said that the two sides acknowledged the progress on initiatives aimed at
supporting the safety and security of their countries and citizens.

The Ministry said, it was agreed that each country would establish
security and law-enforcement liaison officers and that their respective
agencies would build on working relationships. It added that this important
step will help streamline bilateral communications and enable timely
information sharing on issues of mutual concern to Canada and India such
as the illegal flow of drugs, particularly fentanyl precursors, and
transnational organized criminal networks.

The two sides also committed to formalizing cooperation on
cybersecurity policy and information sharing on cybersecurity issues, as
well as continuing discussions on cooperation related to fraud and
immigration enforcement, consistent with domestic laws and international
obligations. National Security Adviser Doval also met with Canada’s Minister
for Public Safety Gary Anandasangaree on Friday.

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THAI POLL RESULTS

Thailand’s ruling Bhumjaithai Party is on course for a victory in a
snap general election held yesterday, giving Prime Minister Anutin
Charnvirakul the upper hand in forming a new coalition government. With
around 90 percent of polling stations reporting results, Anutin’s party is
leading in 194 of the 500 seats in the Lower House of parliament,



according to partial results released by the country’s election commission.

The results suggest that Anutin's party will likely fall short of securing
an outright majority in the lower chamber. The progressive People’s Party
is leading in 115 seats and the populist Pheu Thai Party, backed by the
billionaire former Prime Minister Thaksin Shinawatra, who was jailed last
year, is leading in 77 seats. In a press briefing, Prime Minister Anutin said,
Bhumijaithai’s win is a victory for all citizens of Thailand. People’s Party
leader Natthaphong Ruengpanyawut appeared to concede defeat. Talking
to reporters, Mr Ruengpanyawut said, his party will not join a Bhumijaithai-
led government and will also not form a competing coalition.

Bhumijaithai, seen as the preferred choice of the royalist-military
establishment, centred its campaign on economic stimulus and national
security, tapping into nationalist fervour stoked by deadly border clashes
with neighbouring Cambodia. <><><>
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
