INTERMEDIATE: The Telangana Board of Intermediate Education said that it had
successfully conducted the first-year Intermediate Public Examination (IPE) for
Second Language Paper-l today. Out of the 5,14,598 registered candidates,
4,98,695 students appeared for the exam, marking a high attendance rate of
96.90%, while 15,903 students remained absent. The examination used Question
Paper Set B, and notably, no malpractice cases were reported during the process.
To ensure the integrity of the exams, the Board deployed observers to various
districts including Hyderabad, Rangareddy, Nizamabad, Warangal, and Khammam.
