February 14 and February 17. The western disturbance expected today is
weak in nature and may cause only light precipitation, with moderate rain
or snow at a few locations. Another weak western disturbance is currently
expected to approach the region around February 17, though its impact is
also likely to remain limited. Forecasters cautioned that the prolonged dry
spell could result in a significant rainfall and snowfall deficit for February,
which is otherwise a crucial month for winter precipitation in the region.
Such conditions may have implications for water availability and could also
trigger early blooming of trees, particularly in the Kashmir Valley.
