During his visit, Mr Modi will inaugurate Micron Technology's state-of-the-
art Semiconductor Assembly, Test and Packaging (ATMP) facility in 
Sanand. This landmark event marks the official commencement of 
commercial production and shipment of the first Made-in-India 
semiconductor memory modules. Union Minister of Electronics and IT 
Ashwini Vaishnaw will also be present on the occasion. We have a report 
from our correspondent:

 The inauguration of Micron’s Sanand facility today marks a 
transformative leap for India’s technology ecosystem. With a total 
investment of over ₹22,500 crore, the project represents the first 
proposal approved under the India Semiconductor Mission. This 
project, which saw its ground-breaking just in September 2023, is 
now ready to convert advanced DRAM and NAND wafers into 
finished products for markets worldwide. A key highlight of this 
facility is its nearly 500,000 square feet of cleanroom space, 
ranking it among the largest raised-floor cleanrooms in the world. 
By commencing commercial shipments of the first indigenous 
memory modules, India is taking a decisive step toward self-
reliance in the semiconductor sector.

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PM-HPV VACCINE 

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will launch the nationwide Human 
Papillomavirus (HPV) Vaccination Programme for girls aged 14 years from 
Ajmer in Rajasthan today. The nationwide roll-out marks a decisive move 
in country's public health journey and fulfills the government’s commitment 
to advancing the vision of Swastha Nari, ensuring prevention, protection 
and equity at the core of women’s healthcare. The programme will target 
approximately 1.15 crore girls aged 14 years every year across all States 
and Union Territories. The vaccine will be provided free of cost at 
designated government health facilities. Vaccination will be conducted at 
Ayushman Arogya Mandirs, Community Health Centres, Sub-District and 
District Hospitals as well as Government Medical Colleges and Hospitals. 
 Vaccination will be voluntary and informed consent from parents or 
guardians will be obtained prior to administration. Cervical cancer remains 
the second most common cancer among women in the country, with over 
1 lakh 20 thousand new cases and nearly 80 thousand deaths annually as 
per the GLOBOCAN 2022 data. Scientific evidence establishes that almost 
all cases of Cervical cancer are caused by persistent infection with high-risk 
types of Human Papillomavirus (HPV), particularly types 16 and 18 which 
account for more than 80 percent of cervical cancer cases in India. Despite 



being largely preventable through vaccination and early screening, cervical 
cancer continues to impose a heavy burden on families and the healthcare 
system. The nationwide HPV vaccination programme directly addresses this 
challenge by preventing HPV infection before it can progress to cancer.

India’s national programme will use a quadrivalent HPV vaccine -
Gardasil. HPV vaccines are among the most extensively studied 
vaccines globally with more than 500 million doses administered 
worldwide since 2006. Scientific evidence demonstrates almost 
100 percent  effectiveness in preventing cervical cancer caused by 
vaccine-covered HPV types. With this launch, India will join over 
160 countries that have introduced HPV vaccination into their 
immunization schedules. The special campaign will run in mission 
mode over a three-month period, during which eligible girls can 
receive the vaccine daily at designated facilities. Thereafter, the 
vaccine will continue to be available on routine immunization 
days.The nationwide HPV vaccination programme reflects 
delivery-oriented governance where scientific evidence, policy 
commitment and implementation readiness converge to produce 
measurable public health impact.

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HM-MEETING BIHAR 
 Union Home Minister Amit Shah chaired a high-level review meeting 
yesterday to assess security-related issues concerning the bordering 
districts along the Indo-Nepal border in Bihar. According to  sources, the 
meeting underscored the need for strengthened border management and  
enhanced vigilance against illegal activities. The meeting also emphasised  
coordinated inter-agency action to address concerns such as illegal 
constructions near border areas, illegal migration, Fake Indian Currency 



Notes, encroachment and unauthorized financial flows. The Home Minister 
directed strict enforcement of a zero-tolerance policy against illegal 
constructions, particularly in forest and uninhabited areas, and ordered the 
immediate removal of encroachments identified on No Man’s Land. Sources 
further added that following the completion of the SIR, all reported death 
cases will be thoroughly verified through due process.  A door-to-door 
survey will also be undertaken to verify individuals reported as migrated 
but absent during verification, while ensuring that no genuine voter is 
erroneously deleted. District Magistrates have been assigned enhanced 
responsibility to ensure legal and financial compliance by all banks, 
including cooperative banks, within their jurisdictions. All banks have been 
directed to follow compliances issued by RBI including reporting of cash 
transactions of high value and PAN linkage with bank accounts. The Chief 
Secretary will review compliance, particularly concerning cooperative 
banks.

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CBI-EXCISE CASE 
 The Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) has moved Delhi High 
Court challenging the acquittal of Aam Aadmi Party national convener 
Arvind Kejriwal, party leader Manish Sisodia and others in the corruption 
case related to the Delhi liquor policy case. The move comes hours after 
the trial court passed the order.  

 The trial court acquitted all the 23 accused persons in the case, 
including Arvind Kejriwal, Manish Sisodia and K Kavitha. The CBI has said 
that the trial court in its order has ignored several important aspects of the 
investigation and the material has not been considered adequately. The 
excise policy was framed by the Delhi Government in 2021, which was later 
withdrawn after allegations of irregularities in implementation. Lieutenant-
Governor Vinay Kumar Saxena had ordered a probe by the Central Bureau 
of Investigation into the policy.
