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DONALD TRUMP: The United States and Israel launched a coordinated military
offensive against lIran, targeting several major cities including Tehran. US
President Donald Trump confirmed the commencement of this massive
operation, stating its purpose is to neutralize imminent threats to American
national security and protect its citizens from the Iranian regime. Simultaneously,
Israeli Defense Minister Israel Katz announced a pre-emptive strike and declared a
nationwide state of emergency. Witnesses in the Iranian capital reported massive
explosions and thick smoke near the Supreme Leader’s offices, leading to the
closure of Iranian airspace and significant telecommunications disruptions. In
response to the strikes, the Israeli military identified incoming missiles launched
from Iran, triggering sirens across various regions. Both nations have ramped up
alert measures to ensure civilian safety against potential retaliatory fire from Iran
or its regional allies as the conflict escalates.

FIREWORKS FACTORY: A massive explosion occurred on this afternoon at the
Suryashree Fireworks factory in Vetlapalem, Samarlakota mandal of Kakinada
district in Andhra Pradesh, reportedly claiming 18 lives and leaving eight others
critically injured. The blast was so powerful that its sound was heard five
kilometers away, causing structural damage to a nearby school and blanketing the
area in thick smoke. Most of the victims are believed to be women working at the
facility, Emergency services and fire engines were immediately deployed to the
scene to extinguish the flames and conduct rescue operations. Andhra Pradesh
Chief Minister Chandrababu Naidu, currently touring Vizianagaram, took stock of
the situation and ordered Home Minister Vangalapudi Anitha to visit the site
immediately.
