The Congress party
is acting with bias against STs (Scheduled Tribes). This is a grave injustice
to an ST family and a son of the tribal community, he said. Rao asked the
District SP to immediately visit the scene, conduct an inquiry, and correct
the false FIR. A post-mortem must be conducted. We demand the
immediate suspension of the police officers who acted irresponsibly and
registered a false case by altering the FIR.

A bench of Justices B V Nagrathna and Ujjal Bhuyan emphasised
the need to ascertain whether there is a pattern behind these incidents or
if they are random ones. The Apex Court asked the Centre to collate data
from all states. The top court suggested that children who have been
rescued should be interviewed to ascertain who is responsible for such
incidents. Additional Solicitor General Aishwarya Bhati, appearing for
Centre, said that the analysis can be made only after the Union
government gets complete data from the States. The bench was critical of
the states that have not furnished the data, and said it may pass harsh
orders in this regard if needed.
