During this window, the
law prohibits any person from convening or attending public meetings and
processions related to the election. The mandate further restricts the public display
of election matter through television, cinematography, or similar apparatus.
Prohibitions also extend to more creative forms of propagation, such as musical
concerts, theatrical performances, or any entertainment designed to attract the
public for campaigning purposes. Election authorities have specifically noted that
the use of social media and mobile phones for campaigning falls under these legal
restrictions.
