He said that a teacher should stay just
one step ahead of the student and not too far, so that guidance feels
achievable and not intimidating. He noted that goals should be aspirational
yet within reach, motivating students to grow without overwhelming them.
Mr Modi compared teaching to farming, saying that just as a farmer
carefully tills the soil before sowing seeds, teachers must patiently nurture
the minds of students so that learning can take root naturally.

He explained that leaning too much
towards one side either marks or skills can lead to imbalance, whereas
maintaining the right balance ensures stability and growth.The Prime
Minister highlighted that skills can broadly be divided into two categories,
life skills and professional skills, and students must focus on developing
both. He stressed that no skill can be acquired without proper study,

Reserve Bank of India, RBI has decided to keep the repo rate
unchanged at 5.25 per cent. Governor Sanjay Malhotra today announced
the decisions taken during the 3-day meeting of Monetary Policy
Committee. Consequently, the standing deposit facility rate remains at 5
per cent and the marginal standing facility rate and the Bank Rate remains
at 5.50 per cent. The MPC also decided to continue with the neutral stance.
RBI has revised real GDP growth projections for first Quarter of 2026-27 to
6.9 per cent and second Quarter to 7 per cent. CPI inflation for 2025-26 is
now projected at 2.1 per cent with Quarter 4 at 3.2 per cent. According to
RBI, CPI inflation for first quarter of 2026-27 is expected to be at 4 per
cent and for second quarter at 4.2 per cent.

KIREN RIJIJU-CONGRESS

Union Parliamentary Minister Kiren Rijiju today strongly condemned
the issue raised by the Congress leader Rahul Gandhi in Lok Sabha over
the unpublished memoir of former Army Chief General MM Naravane,
saying the NDA government has never de-classified the report to expose
former Prime Minister Nehru and Congress Party. In a social media Post,
Kiren Rijiju said sensitive defence and security matters should never be
used as the political tools. He further added that the Modi led government
is led by a matured Leader and ever since 1962, Henderson Brooks-Bhagat
Commission Reports have remained as top secret documents. Mr Rijiju said
the report severely indicted the Nehru Government for a very humiliating



defeat at the hands of Chinese PLA.

The Henderson Brooks-Bhagat report was prepared by Lieutenant
General Henderson Brooks and Brigadier General Premindra Singh Bhagat
and was commissioned by then Acting Army Chief General JN Chaudhuri to
review the Indian Army’s operations during the 1962 war with China. The
report continues to remain classified. Mr Rijiju also reshared a post from
2024, in which he highlighted India’s border infrastructure development.
