Government has said that over seven lakh girls’ students are
currently enrolled in Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya across the country.

The Minister also informed that the gross enrolment ratio of girls in
schools has also increased which is a good sign. He said, the government is
committed to promote education among girls and make them empower. Mr
Pradhan said, in the Union Budget 2026-27 the government has also
announced setting up girl’s hostels in every district of the country.
