 In Under-19 cricket, India have set a target of 412 runs for England in the 

final of the ICC Under-19 Cricket World Cup in Harare, Zimbabwe. In reply 

England were ______ for ____ in _____ overs, when report last came 

in. Opting to bat first, India scored 411 runs for the loss of nine wickets in the 

stipulated 50 overs. 

 Vaibhav Sooryavanshi stole the spotlight with a sensational innings, 

blasting the second-fastest century in the history of the Under-19 World Cup. 

The 14-year-old reached the milestone in just 55 balls. Sooryavanshi went on 

to score 175 off 80 deliveries and became the fastest batter to reach 150 in 

Under-19 cricket, achieving the feat in 71 balls. He surpassed the previous 



record of 98 balls held by England’s Ben Mayes, set earlier in the tournament 

against Scotland at the same venue. 

 Earlier, India entered the finals defeating Afghanistan by seven wickets in 

the second semifinal match on Wednesday.The Indian team has remained 

unbeaten in the tournament. The Men in Blue are the most successful side in 

the history of the competition, having lifted the trophy a record five times - in 

2000, 2008, 2012, 2018 and 2022 - with Australia next best on four 

titles.<><>

        Lok Sabha has been adjourned for the day following opposition protests 

on various issues including India-US trade deal. When the House met after the 

first adjournment at 12 noon, the opposition members from Congress, TMC and 

DMK again trooped into the well and raised slogans against the government. 

The Presiding officer urged the members to allow the House to function. Amidst 

the opposition’s uproar, the Minister’s laid the papers of their respective 



Ministries. Despite repeated appeals made by the chair, the opposition 

members continued with their protest following which the House was adjourned 

for the day. The Discussion on Union Budget 2026-27 was listed in the business 

of the House but could not be taken up due to the opposition's continued 

protest.  

       Earlier, when the Lok Sabha assembled for the day, Lok Sabha Speaker 

Om Birla tried to take up Question Hour, however, opposition members trooped 

into the well and started sloganeering. Mr Birla expressed concern over the 

behaviour of the opposition members and appealed them to allow the House to 

function. He said, more than 19 hours of the House have been wasted due to 

disruption in the House during the Budget Session of the Parliament.

 The Lok Sabha Speaker accused the opposition of deliberately creating 

disruptions in the House. He urged members to maintain dignity and decorum 

of the House. Mr Birla said, the people of the country have elected the 

members for meaningful discussion in the House but the opposition members 

are disturbing the House by raising slogans and displaying placards. However, 

the opposition members continued with their protest leading to the 

adjournment of the House till 12 noon. 



 On the other side, Rajya Sabha transacted normal business before being 

finally adjourned for the day. When the House met for the day, Members of the 

House raised the matter of public importance during the Zero Hour. Then the 

House took up Question Hour, wherein several Ministers including Ashwini

 Union Home Minister Amit Shah today visited forward areas in Hiranagar 

sector along the International Border in Kathua district, marking the start of his 

two-day tour of Jammu and Kashmir. The Home Minister launched welfare 

schemes for the Border Security Force (BSF) personnel. Mr. Shah visited the 

border outposts of Gurnam and Bobiyian in the Hiranagar sector and inspected 



the arrangements made by the BSF to curb infiltration. Mr. Shah interacted with 

the Border Security Force (BSF) personnel guarding the frontier. The Home 

Minister’s visit comes amid heightened focus on border management to scuttle 

infiltration of terrorists and smuggling of weapons and narcotics, and stepped 

up anti-terror operations that left four hardcore Pakistani terrorists of Jaish-e-

Mohammad (JeM) dead in nearly a dozen encounters in Kathua, Udhampur and 

Kishtwar districts over the past two weeks.

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi interacted with students during the 9th 

edition of popular interactive programme Pariksha Pe Charcha. In a video 

released today, the Prime Minister was seen addressing students on how to 

overcome stress and anxiety during exams. During the interaction, Mr Modi 

advised students to trust their own unique learning patterns, emphasizing that 

no two individuals think or grow in the same way. He said that every student 

has a distinct style, and it is important to have full faith in one’s own pattern of 

preparation. He noted that at the same time, students should listen carefully to 

suggestions given by teachers, parents, and mentors and should understand 

them deeply, and then adapt what is useful. The Prime Minister encouraged 

students to add their own experiences and self-understanding to any advice 

they receive, instead of blindly copying others. Mr Modi underlined that true 



confidence comes when students combine guidance with self-belief.

 Prime Minister advised that teachers should remain sensitive to the 

learning speed of every student. He said that a teacher should stay just one 

step ahead of the student and not too far, so that guidance feels achievable 

and not intimidating. He noted that goals should be aspirational yet within 

reach, motivating students to grow without overwhelming them. Mr Modi 

compared teaching to farming, saying that just as a farmer carefully tills the 

soil before sowing seeds, teachers must patiently nurture the minds of students 

so that learning can take root naturally.

 Savabat Venkatesh, a student, asked the Prime Minister whether skills are 

more important than marks. Mr Modi replied saying balance is essential in every 

aspect of life. He explained that leaning too much towards one side either 

marks or skills can lead to imbalance, whereas maintaining the right balance 

ensures stability and growth.The Prime Minister highlighted that skills can 

broadly be divided into two categories, life skills and professional skills, and 

students must focus on developing both. He stressed that no skill can be 



acquired without proper study, observation, and application of knowledge.

 Mr Modi cautioned students against adopting the wrong 

methods of preparation, such as relying only on sure-shot guides, 

important-question books, or question banks. He said good teachers 

focus on the entire syllabus, encourage hard work, and help students 

understand the real-life applications of what they learn, ensuring 

holistic development rather than exam-oriented learning.

 Emphasising holistic growth, the Prime Minister said the 

development of the body and mind is equally important. He urged 

students to include exercise, yoga, a nutritious diet, adequate rest, 

and mental strength in their daily routine. The Prime Minister further 

reminded students that life is not limited to examinations and marks. 

He said education, is a medium to shape life, while examinations are 

merely a way to examine oneself. Mr Modi noted that the ultimate 

goal should not be scores alone, but the complete development of life. 

 He appealed to students to prepare themselves to make their 



lives meaningful, excellent, and fulfilling, adding that education 

should be a tool for life-building, not a burden. Mr Modi mentioned 

that students must keep the learner within them active and curious at 

all times, with full involvement in the learning process.

She 

said, based on the Sex Ratio at Birth SRB status of districts as per the 2020-21 

HMIS data of the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, funds are provided to 

districts according to their SRB. The Minister said, Beti Bachao Beti Padhao 

Scheme was launched on 22nd January 2015 to help address Child Sex Ratio 

and related issues of empowerment of girls and women over a life cycle 

continuum.

 Union Railways Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw has said that the financial 

health of Indian Railways has seen significant improvement over the last ten 

years due to strong and consistent policy measures.Replying during Question 

Hour in the Rajya Sabha, Mr Vaishnaw informed that the Railways is currently 

spending around two lakh seventy-four thousand crore rupees annually on its 

overall operations, including employees’ pensions. He said that expenditure on 

energy requirements, which earlier stood at over thirty-seven thousand crore 

rupees, has now been reduced to around thirty-two thousand crore rupees. 

 The Minister added that despite the reduction in energy costs, railway 

traffic has increased by four hundred million tonnes over the last four years. He 

attributed this achievement to the visionary steps taken by Prime Minister 

Narendra Modi, including large-scale electrification of the Railways. Speaking on 

employment generation, Mr Vaishnaw said that the Railways provided five lakh 

four thousand job opportunities between 2014 and 2024. He further informed 

that during the third term of the present government, around one lakh fifty 

thousand people have already been provided employment in the Railways. The 

Minister said that the recruitment process for eighteen thousand Loco Pilots has 



been completed, and the process is currently underway to provide one lakh fifty 

thousand more jobs in various categories in the Railways.
