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FUR. REV EVE. LS-RESOLUTION:
The Lok Sabha has taken up discussion on the resolution seeking the removal of Speaker Om
Birla. Congress MP Dr Mohammad Jawed moved the resolution when the House met after the
first adjournment at 12 noon. He alleged that Speaker Om Birla disallowed the Leader of the
Opposition in the Lok Sabha Rahul Gandhi, and other opposition leaders to put forth their views



in the House and made unwarranted allegations against women MPs of the Opposition. Mr
Jawed also alleged that Mr Birla failed to maintain the impartiality needed to command the
confidence of all sections of the House. Participating in the discussion, Parliamentary Affairs
Minister Kiren Rijiju negated the opposition’s allegations, saying that Speaker Om Birla
conducted the functioning of the House in an impartial manner. He said, during the first leg of
the Budget Session last month, Leader of the Opposition Rahul Gandhi said that he does not
need anyone’s permission to speak in this House. Mr Rijiju said that all members are equal, and
everyone needs the chair’s permission to speak in the House. He said, not a single member of
the Bharatiya Janata Party has ever torn papers and thrown at the Speaker, nor have they done
anything that would bring shame to the House. The Minister said, the opposition parties have
brought this resolution against the Speaker only to serve their political interests. Mr Rijiju said,
during the tenure of Mr Birla as Lok Sabha Speaker, several reforms have taken place, and the
highest numbers of matters have been raised during the Zero Hour. He said, under the
leadership of Mr Birla, the Parliament has been made completely digital and paperless. He said,
under the leadership of Mr Birla, in the 18th Lok Sabha, NDA MPs were given 321 supplementary
questions, while opposition parties were given 364. He said, despite having a larger number of
MPs in the government, Mr Birla gave more opportunities to opposition parties. Mr Rijiju said,
apart from this, a total of one thousand 835 issues were raised during Zero Hour, out of which
56 per cent were given to the opposition. Earlier, initiating the discussion, Gaurav Gogoi of
Congress said the leader of the Opposition in the House Rahul Gandhi was repeatedly
interrupted by the Speaker during his speech on the Motion of Thanks to the President’s
address. He alleged that Speaker Om Birla acted with partial manner during the proceedings of
the House. Mr Gogoi said, this resolution has been brought as a responsibility to protect the
dignity of the House, not personally against Mr Birla. He said, the Speaker is not the voice of the
government but the custodian of the rights of the entire House. Rajeev Rai of the Samajwadi
Party said that the government undermined the position of the Speaker and no appointment was
made for the Deputy Speaker post. He said, the post of Speaker is constitutional, not political.
Mahuaaa Moitra of Trinamool Congress questioned Om Birla's tenure as Lok Sabha Speaker,
alleging that the maximum number of suspension of opposition MPs was done in his tenure. She
also alleged that mikes of the oppositions were deliberately switched off during the course of
discussion and opposition MPs’ adjournment notices were not allowed by the Speaker Om Birla
on important issues. She also raised the issue of non-appointment of Deputy Speaker in the
Lower House. Echoing the same view, TR Baalu of DMK also raised the issue of suspension of
opposition MPs during the tenure of Speaker Om Birla. Lavu Sri Krishna Devarayalu of TDP
lauded Speaker Om Birla for conducting the House during the Covid-19 pandemic. He said,
several precautionary measures have been taken to conduct the smooth functioning of the Lok
Sabha. He said, several historic bills have been passed during the tenure of Om Birla as a
Speaker. Intervening in the discussion, Panchayati Raj Minister Rajiv Ranjan Singh alias Lalan
Singh took a dig at opposition MPs for creating ruckus and disruption in the House, saying that
it is against the decorum of the House and it is an insult of emotions of 140 crore citizens. He
alleged that the resolution brought against the Speaker is aimed at creating pressure on him.
Arvind Ganpat Sawant also raised a question over switching off the mikes of opposition
members, alleging that the government undermined the position of the Speaker. Discussion is
underway.



CABINET:

Cabinet today approved extension of Jal Jeevan Mission up to December 2028. Briefing media in
New Delhi, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said Union Cabinet chaired
by Prime Minister Narendra Modi today has approved Ministry of Jal Shakti's proposal to
restructure and reorient the implementation of the Jal Jeevan Mission from infrastructure
creation to a service delivery. For restructuring JJM focusing on structural reforms, Cabinet has
approved enhancement of total outlay to 8.69 lakh crore rupees with total central assistance of
3.59 lakh crore. A uniform national digital framework, “Sujalam Bharat”, shall be instituted
under which every village shall be assighed a unique Sujal Gaon/ Service Area ID. This will
digitally map the complete drinking water supply system from source to tap. Cabinet has also
approved declaration of Madurai Airport in Tamil Nadu as an International Airport. Madurai
Airport, located in the temple city of Madurai, is one of the oldest airports in the state. It serves
as a crucial gateway to southern Tamil Nadu and plays a pivotal role in promoting tourism and
pilgrimage, contributing to the overall growth of the region. Elevating Madurai Airport to
International Status would enhance regional connectivity, promote trade, and drive economic
development in the region. The airport's potential to attract international pilgrims and
businesses aligns with the city's historical prominence. Meanwhile, Cabinet Committee on
Economic Affairs today approved the revised total capital cost of 3630.77 crore rupees for the
construction of Greenfield Connectivity to Jewar International Airport from
Delhi-Faridabad-Ballabhgarh-Sohna Spur of the Delhi-Mumbai Expressway on Hybrid Annuity
Mode in Uttar Pradesh and Haryana. This 31.42 kilometers long project corridor will provide
direct and high-speed connectivity from South Delhi, Faridabad and Gurugram to Jewar
International Airport. It will promote economic growth and logistics efficiency across National
Capital Region. The corridor intersects Eastern Peripheral Expressway, Yamuna Expressway,
and Dedicated Freight Corridor, enabling multimodal transport convergence. The elevated
corridor is not merely a structural enhancement but a strategic enabler for urban
transformation, regional connectivity, and national logistics efficiency. Its construction is
important to unlock the full potential of the Jewar Airport-Delhi-Mumbai Expressway corridor
and to ensure sustainable urban development in Faridabad. CCEA also gave its nod to
development of a 4-lane corridor from Badnawar-Petlawad-Thandla-Timarwani section of
NH-752D having a length of 80.45 kilometer with a total capital cost of 3,839.42 crore rupees.
The approved corridor will provide connectivity of Ujjain to Timrawani interchange at Delhi
Mumbai Expressway. The primary purpose of the proposed four-lane project corridor is to
improve travel efficiency and is expected to reduce travel time by around hour. Cabinet
Committee on Economic Affairs has approved two projects of Ministry of Railways with total cost
of 4,474 crore rupees. These projects include Sainthia - Pakur 4th line and Santragachi -
Kharagpur 4th line. The increased line capacity will significantly enhance mobility, resulting in
improved operational efficiency and service reliability for Indian Railways. These multi-tracking
proposals are poised to streamline operations and alleviate congestion.

The Centre has invoked the Essential Commodities Act 1955, amid the prevailing situation in
West Asia, to regulate the production, maintain supply, equitable distribution and availability of
natural gas for priority sectors. As per a notification of the Petroleum and Natural Gas Ministry,
the priority of supply of natural gas has been given to sectors including Domestic Piped Natural
Gas Supply, Compressed Natural Gas for Transport, LPG production including LPG shrinkage



requirements and Pipeline Compressor fuel and other essential pipeline operational
requirements. Meanwhile, Indian Qil Corp Ltd, Hindustan Petroleum Corporation Limited and
Bharat Petroleum in their social media posts have said that steps have been taken to enhance
LPG production and prioritise its availability for domestic consumers and essential non-domestic
sectors such as hospitals and educational institutions.

The Supreme Court has asked the Election Commission and West Bengal Government to provide
full logistical support to judicial officers involved in the ongoing Special Intensive Revision of
electoral rolls in the state. The top court said the Chief Justice of the High Court can form a
bench of former Chief Justices and High Court judges to deal with appeals and asked the poll
panel to issue a notification for setting up an appellate body to deal with the appeals against the
judicial officers’ decisions in the SIR process.

PM-TAMIL NADU KERALAM:

Prime Minister and Senior BJP leader Narendra Modi said that he is looking forward to attending
various programmes in Ernakulam in Keralam and Tiruchirappalli in Tamil Nadu tomorrow. In a
series of social media posts, Mr Modi said that in Keralam, he will attend the Golden Jubilee
celebrations of Akhila Kerala Dheevara Sabha, a body working for the welfare of fishermen. He
described the work carried out by the organisation as noteworthy. Mr Modi added that various
development works will be inaugurated and foundation stones will be laid during a subsequent
programme in the state. The Prime Minister said that these projects pertain to sectors such as
energy, highways, rural infrastructure, railways and others. Later in the afternoon, he will
address an NDA rally in Ernakulam district. Mr Modi said that the good governance agenda of
NDA stands in contrast to loot and misgovernance of the Left government and the Congress-led
UDF in Kerala. He added that the NDA will focus on development-oriented politics and fulfil the
aspirations of the youth of the state. In another social media post, the Prime Minister said that
he will lay the foundation stone for development projects covering petroleum, natural gas, roads
and railways in Tiruchirappalli in Tamil Nadu. He noted that key projects include the foundation
stone for the Bharat Petroleum Corporation Limited City Gas Distribution Network in the Nilgiris
and Erode districts along with 89 rural road projects. He further said that he will join NDA leaders
of the state for an NDA rally in Tiruchirappalli in the evening. Mr Maodi said, the DMK government
in the state is rattled by the NDA'’s rising popularity across Tamil Nadu. He added that the people
of the state have seen through the misgovernance and unfulfilled promises of the DMK
government and are connecting with the NDA’s agenda of hope and progress.

REV RS - RURAL DEVELOPMENT MINISTRY:

Rajya Sabha today took up discussion on the working of the Ministry of Rural Development.
Initiating the discussion, BJP MP K Laxman said that VB G RAM G Bill has uplifted the lives of
people in villages. He praised it for being a very transparent scheme. He highlighted that under
Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana-Grameen, the government has not only constructed pucca houses
for the needy, but also provided them dignity. He said schemes like MUDRA and UJJWALA have
changed the lives of people in rural areas. Participating in the discussion, Congress MP
Rajani Patil opined that the allocation for Rural Develoment in the Union Budget is not sufficient.
She pointed out that farmers are struggling with inflation, and unemployment and they must be
given every support. TMC's Md Nadimul Haque claimed that nearly 25 thousand crore



rupees is due under PM AWAS Yojana - Grameen to West Bengal. He alleged that this has
deprived 11 lakh families of houses. Sulata Deo of BID alleged that the Central government has
not been able to uplift the adivasis of Odisha. CPI(M) MP Dr John Brittas alleged that VB G RAM
G Bill has heaped 40 percent of the burden on the states. The discussion remained inconclusive.
Later, the House took up Special Mentions after which it was adjourned for the day.

REV. INDIAN OIL-LPG SUPPLY:

Indian Oil Corp Ltd, Hindustan Petroleum Corporation Limited and Bharat Petroleum have said
that steps have been taken to enhance LPG production and prioritise its availability for domestic
consumers and essential non-domestic sectors such as hospitals and educational institutions. In
a social media post, the oil companies said that requests from other non-domestic sectors will
be reviewed by a committee of Executive Directors from QOil Marketing Companies and prioritised
based on merit, necessity, and product availability.

LS-OPERATION KAVACH:

Delhi Police has arrested two thousand 640 drug peddlers in the last two and half years under
Operation Kavach to make the national capital drug-free. The special operations have been
carried out in various parts of the city and one thousand 690 cases were registered under the
Delhi Excise Act and 851 cases under the Narcotics Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act.
Minister of State for Home Nityanand Rai said this in a written reply to a question in the Lok
Sabha today. He informed that over 17 thousand kilogram of drugs like charas, opium, ganja,
smack, heroin, poppy seed, and cocaine have been seized by Delhi Police.

Swiss Open Badminton tournament began today in Basel. India's star shuttlers Kidambi Srikanth
and Unnati Hooda will spearhead the Indian challenge in the tournament. The matches
featuring Indian players begin tomorrow. Two-time Olympic medallist P V Sindhu is not playing
at Swiss Open.
