The government has said that the country’s proved Estimated
Ultimate Recovery is over one thousand 900 Million Metric Tonnes (MMT)
for crude oil and more than one thousand 800 Billion Cubic Meter (BCM)
for natural gas. In a written Reply in the Rajya Sabha today, Minister of
State for Petroleum and Natural Gas Suresh Gopi said that the proven
reserves are 423.1 MMT for crude oil and 595.4 BCM for natural gas. He
said the Government has taken multiple steps to mitigate risk of supply
disruption and to maintain uninterrupted energy supply chains during
geopolitical uncertainties. This includes diversifying crude oil import
sources, bypassing conflict zones and strengthening diplomatic
engagements with major oil-producing countries and international
organisations like the International Energy Agency (IEA), the Organisation
of the Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC) and the International Energy
Forum (IEF).

G7- EMERGENCY MEET

The Group of Seven (G7) nations will hold an emergency meeting
today to discuss surging oil prices as crude jumped above 100 US Dollar a
barrel amid escalating US-Israeli war with Iran. Finance ministers from
leading industrialised countries, including UK Chancellor Rachel Reeves, will
gather to discuss the economic impact of the conflict. Global oil prices
today hit nearly 120 US Dollar per barrel in intra-day today over fears of a



prolonged disruption to energy supplies through the key Strait of Hormuz
shipping route.

NAIDU-AIRLINES WEST ASIA

Union Civil Aviation Minister K. Rammohan Naidu said that the
government is closely monitoring the evolving situation in West Asia and
has taken steps to ensure the safety of civil aviation operations. Replying
during the question hour in Rajya Sabha, the Minister said the DGCA has
immediately engaged with airlines operating in the region and issued
necessary circulars to ensure that flights operate only when 100 percent
safety can be guaranteed.

The Minister informed that the aviation regulator has held multiple
meetings with airlines to review safety measures for flights operating to
airports in West Asia. He informed that the airlines have also issued special
travel advisories to passengers, asking them to verify the status of their
flights and connections to avoid confusion in case of cancellations or
changes. He informed the House that the Ministry of Civil Aviation is
working closely with airlines to facilitate safe travel for passengers between
West Asia and India.

The minister also noted that around 90,000 passengers have
travelled between India and West Asian destinations in the past week
alone, indicating that operations are continuing with necessary precautions.
Replying to the question over the Air India plane crash in Ahmedabad, the
Minister said the investigation is progressing at a good pace and expressed
confidence that the final report on the crash will be released after the
complication of investigation.

LS - LPG CONNECTION

Government has provided ten crore 51 lakh LPG connections to
women from poor households so far under Pradhan Mantri Ujjwala Yojana.
The scheme was launched in May, 2016 with an objective to provide
deposit free LPG connection to women across the country. Minister of State
for Petroleum and Natural Gas Suresh Gopi said this in a written reply to a
question in the Rajya Sabha today. He said, the scheme had resulted in a
shift from traditional cooking methods that involve burning solid fuels like
wood, dung and crop residues. Mr Gopi said, the use of cleaner fuel lowers
indoor air pollution, leading to improved respiratory health, particularly
among women and children who are traditionally more exposed to
household smoke. The Minister said, the government is providing a
targeted subsidy of three hundred rupees per cylinder for upto nine refills
of 14.2 Kg cylinders per annum for 2025-26.

LS-NIRMALA INFLATION

The Government has undertaken a series of administrative measures,
including fiscal and trade policy, to control inflation and mitigate its impact
on the common citizens. In a written reply in Lok Sabha today, Finance
Minister Nirmala Sitharaman said that the medium-term impact of the
global crude oil price rise on inflation depends on several factors, including
exchange rate movements, global demand and supply situation, monetary
policy transmission and the extent of the indirect pass-through. She said
that the price of both global crude oil and the Indian basket has been on a
declining trajectory for the past one year, till the geopolitical clashes
commenced in West Asia on the 28th of last month. Mentioning the
Monetary Policy Report of the Reserve Bank of India (RBI), she said the
report estimated that if crude oil prices are higher by 10 per cent than the
baseline assumptions, and assuming full pass-through to domestic price,
inflation could turn out to be higher by 30 basis points.

The Lok Sabha has been adjourned for the day following opposition
parties’ uproar over the demand for discussion on the West Asia situation.
When the House assembled after the second adjournment at 3 PM, the
Presiding officer Jagdambika Pal asked the Congress member Mohammad
Jawed to move the resolution regarding the removal of Lok Sabha Speaker
Om Birla as listed in today's business. But the opposition members from
Congress, TMC, DMK, Samajwadi Party and others trooped into the well
demanding discussion on the West Asia situation. Mr. Pal said, External
Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar has already made a statement regarding
the West Asia situation during the Zero Hour and the discussion on this
subject could not be allowed. The chair repeatedly urged the protesting
members to go back to their seats and allow the House to function. He also
expressed concern over the behaviour of protesting members saying that
public exchequer is being wasted due to disruption. Despite his repeated
appeal, the opposition members continued with their protest forcing the



chair to adjourn the House till 11 AM tomorrow.

Earlier, when the House assembled at 12 noon after the first
adjournment, the House congratulated the Indian cricket team for winning
the ICC Men's T20 World Cup by defeating New Zealand. Afterwards,
External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar made a statement on the situation
in West Asia. The Minister emphasized that the dialogue and diplomacy
should be pursued to de-escalate the tensions in the region. When the
Minister was making a statement in the House, the opposition members
came into the well displaying placards. They were demanding discussion
over the West Asia conflict. The Presiding Officer asked the protesting
members not to display placards in the House as it was against the rules.

Earlier, when the Lok Sabha met at 11 AM for the day, the
House paid tributes to the sitting MP from Shillong and leader of Voice of
the People Party Dr Ricky Andrew J Syngkon who passed away recently.
The House also paid tributes to the four former members including Kumari
Sushila Tririya, Devi Bux Singh, Purnmasi Ram and KP Unnikrishnan. The
members of the House observed silence in the memory of departed soul.
After paying tributes the House was adjourned till 12 noon.

Global crude oil prices surged to nearly 120 US Dollars per barrel
mark in early trade today, hitting levels not seen since 2022.
