WEST ASIA FLIGHTS 
 The Ministry of Civil Aviation has informed that more than one 
thousand two hundred flights by Indian carriers and nearly three hundred 
eighty flights have been cancelled by foreign careers so far amid evolving 
airspace situation in parts of West Asia. In a statement, the Ministry said it 
is closely monitoring the situation and special arrangements are being 
made to facilitate the movement of stranded passengers and airlines are 
deploying additional capacity where required. The Ministry added that 
Indian carriers are planning to operate 58 flights today, including 30 by 
IndiGo and 23 by Air India and Air India Express. The Ministry further 
stated that Indian carriers have undertaken calibrated adjustments to their 
schedules, with long-haul and ultra long-haul operations being 
progressively resumed through alternative routings that avoid restricted 
airspace. 
 The Ministry also asserted that it is in continuous touch with airlines 
and is closely monitoring airfares to ensure that there is no undue surge in 
ticket prices during this period. It added that all airlines have been advised 
to maintain transparent communication with passengers and ensure 
adherence to regulatory requirements concerning refunds, rescheduling, 
and passenger assistance. Passengers are advised to check the latest flight 
status directly with their respective airlines before proceeding to the airport 
and to rely only on official sources for updates.

NT. WEST ASIA CONFLICT (UDATE-II) 
 As the day 4 of the Conflict in West Asia has intensified, Iran and 
joint Israeli-US forces launched new waves of missile and drone attacks. As 
per latest reports, Israel is currently conducting simultaneous targeted 
strikes against military targets in Tehran and Beirut. The Israel Defense 
Forces (IDF) said that its soldiers are operating in southern Lebanon and 
are positioned at several points near the border area as part of an 
enhanced forward defense posture. It further said that Israel is conducting 
targeted strikes against Hezbollah's infrastructure. Israel also alleged that 
Hezbollah chose to attack Israel on behalf of the Iranian regime.  
 The IDF has also confirmed that the Commander of Palestinian 
Islamic Jihad (PIJ), Abu Hamza Rami, has been killed in Beirut in Israeli 
strikes. In a statement, the IDF said that Abu Hamza Rami's elimination 
has significantly degraded PIJ’s ability to carry out operations against 



Israel. In another strike, the Israeli forces also killed the head of 
Hezbollah’s intelligence headquarters, Hussein Makled, in Beirut.  
 Moreover, the United States Central Command has said that the US 
forces have destroyed Islamic Revolutionary Guard Corps (IRCG) command 
and control facilities, Iranian air defense capabilities, missile and drone 
launch sites, and military airfields during sustained operations. In a social 
media post, the CENTCOM said that US will continue to take decisive action 
against imminent threats posed by the Iranian regime. Meanwhile, six US 
service members have been killed in action so far.  
 On the other hand, the Iranian state media said that a command 
building at a US air base in Bahrain has been destroyed. Bahrainian 
Ambassador to the US, Abdulla bin Rashid bin Abdulla Al Khalifa, said that 
Bahrain’s air defenses intercepted 70 Iranian ballistic missiles and 59 
drones targeting the Kingdom. He also alleged that civilian sites in Bahrain 
were attacked by Tehran.  
 A drone attack caused a fire near the US consulate in Dubai 
today, after the US embassy in Saudi Arabia’s Riyadh was also hit 
by two drones from Tehran. Dubai authorities have confirmed that 
a fire resulting from a drone-related incident near the US 
Consulate has been successfully contained. The drone strike resulted 
in a limited fire and minor material damage. Reacting to the attack, US 
President Donal Trump said that US will retaliate.  
 Israel has carried out a covert evacuation of some of its 
embassy staff in the United Arab Emirates today after two alleged 
Iranian ‘terror’ plots targeting the diplomatic team were thwarted 
in recent days. 
 The International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) has confirmed 
structural damage at Iran’s nuclear site in Natanz, following a review of the 
most recent satellite images. In a statement, the UN nuclear watchdog 
said, there were no signs of radiation leaks and no further impact on the 
main underground enrichment plant.  
 Iraq has reduced production at a major oil field today after the Strait 
of Hormuz was effectively closed. 
 British Prime Minister Keir Starmer today said that Britain is sending a 
warship and helicopters to Cyprus after a drone hit a UK base there. 
Starmer said he had told the island's president that the UK is deploying 
helicopters with counter-drone capabilities and the air-defense destroyer 
HMS Dragon to the region. It comes after an Iran-made drone hit RAF 



Akrotiri base over the weekend, causing minor damage and no injuries. 
 The United States has closed two embassies in the Middle East and 
reduced its diplomatic presence in several other countries as strikes 
continue across the region. The US Embassy in Saudi Arabia is closed today 
after the facility was struck by two suspected Iranian drones. The US 
Embassy in Kuwait has also closed until further notice. The US State 
Department has ordered the departure of non-emergency government 
personnel from Kuwait. 
 Meanwhile, French President Emmanuel Macron has ordered France's 
nuclear-powered aircraft carrier to move from the Baltic Sea to the 
Mediterranean to help protect allied assets during the ongoing conflict in 
the Middle East.Macron said the Charles de Gaulle will be escorted by its air 
wing, and its escorting frigates. In a pre-recorded speech on French TV, 
Macron added that Rafale fighter jets, air-defence systems, and airborne 
radar systems have been deployed over the past few hours in the Middle 
East. 
 The State Department has said it is actively securing military and 
charter aircraft to fly Americans stranded in the Middle East to safety 
following the onset of US-Israel military operations against Iran that has 
disrupted commercial air travel. 
 In a social media post, Dylan Johnson, the assistant secretary of 
state for public affairs has said the department has been in contact with 
nearly 3,000 Americans seeking to leave to region or seeking information 
about how to leave. The US State Department ordered the evacuation of 
non-emergency personnel and family in Kuwait, Bahrain, Iraq, Qatar, 
Jordan and the United Arab Emirates.

 Minister of Chemicals and Fertilisers Jagat Prakash Nadda has said 
that the budgetary provision of 13 thousand crore rupees for BioPharma 
SHAKTI and three dedicated Chemical Parks is a strategic bet on India’s 
future. Addressing the post-Budget Webinar on the theme Sustaining and 
Strengthening Economic Growth, he said Free Trade Agreements are a 
gateway for Viksit Bharat and will open new opportunities for Indian 
industries to expand globally. The Minister noted that India became the 
Pharmacy of the World through generics and pointed out that 40 per cent 
of medicines globally will be biologics by 2035.

TRUMP-SPAIN
