PM - CCS MEETING

Prime Minister Narendra Modi chaired a meeting of the Cabinet
Committee on Security (CCS) to review the evolving situation in West Asia
yesterday evening.

The Committee was briefed on the air strikes in Iran on 28™ of last
month and the subsequent escalation, including attacks in several Gulf
countries. It expressed serious concern over the safety and security of the
large Indian expatriate community in the region. The CCS also reviewed



the difficulties faced by Indian travellers transiting the region and students
appearing for scheduled examinations, as well as the broader implications
for regional security and economic and commercial activities.

The CCS directed all concerned departments to take necessary and
feasible measures to assist Indian nationals affected by the developments.

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AFGHAN - PAK ATTACK

Afghanistan's Defence Ministry today announced that its Air Force
has conducted what it described as precise and coordinated aerial
operations against multiple Pakistani military installations. In a statement
on social media, it said, the strikes were aimed at major Pakistani military
facilities, including Nur Khan Airbase in Rawalpindi, 12th Division
headquarters in Quetta, and Khwazai Camp in Mohmand Agency of Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa.

Afghanistan further claimed that several other strategic command
centres across Pakistan were also targeted during the operation. It said,
based on preliminary assessments, the strikes successfully caused
significant damage to the intended targets. These operations were carried
out in response to the recent aerial incursions by the Pakistani military,
which struck Kabul and Bagram, the statement said. The ministry stressed
that any further breach of Afghan airspace or "acts of aggression" by
Pakistan will invite a swift, decisive, and proportionate response.

The developments come less than a week after Islamabad declared
what it termed "open war" on the Afghanistan following renewed cross-
border clashes between Afghan and Pakistani forces. Pakistan carried out
airstrikes in Kabul and Kandahar on Friday, hours after Afghan forces
reportedly attacked Pakistani border troops in retaliation for earlier strikes
conducted this week. IANS/0926

AIR INDIA- TRAVEL ADVISORY

Air India has issued a travel advisory in view of the current situation in
West Asia. The airline has extended the suspension of all flights to and
from the United Arab Emirates (UAE), Saudi Arabia, Israel, and Qatar today
till the end of the day. Additionally, select flights to Europe scheduled today
have also been cancelled. These flights include journeys from Amritsar to
Birmingham, Delhi to Zurich, Delhi to Copenhagen and from Birmingham to
Delhi. The advisory also mentioned that all other flights to North America
and Europe will operate as per schedule using alternative routings over
available airspaces in West Asia, which is expected to add to the flying
times. The airline said it is continuously monitoring the situation and has
carefully assessed the evolving circumstances across multiple parameters,
including safety, security, airspace availability, and operational feasibility,
before deciding on these operations for today. It will share updates, based
on further assessments, at an appropriate time.

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UAE EMBASSY CLOSURE

The UAE has announced the closure of its embassy in Tehran and the
withdrawal of its ambassador and all members of its diplomatic mission
from Iran. The move follows Iranian missile attacks on UAE territory.
United Arab Emirates has strongly condemned Iranian missile attacks
targeting both the UAE and Oman, calling them a dangerous escalation. In
a statement, UAE's Ministry of Foreign Affairs said Iranian attacks
represented a clear violation of state sovereignty and posed a direct threat
to regional security and stability. The Ministry said these attacks constitute
acts of aggression against civilian sites, including residential areas, airports,
ports, and service facilities. It said, these attacks endangered innocent
civilians in a dangerous and irresponsible escalation that represents a
flagrant violation of national sovereignty and a clear breach of international
law and the UN Charter.

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STOCKS-1100

Indian equity market today witnessed major downfall at the opening
of market due to conflict in West Asia. Later, the market recovered sharply,
however, Sensex and Nifty are still down over 1.2 percent. Sensex fell over
one thousand 138 points to 80 thousand 142 and Nifty declined 341 points
to 24 thousand 837, when the report last came.

All major indices are trading in red including auto, realty, oil and gas,
consumer durables among other. Nifty oil and gas leading the losses down
by 2.07 percent. Indian equity market remained under pressure in the early
trade today, with volatility spiking and crude sensitive stocks fell sharply as
tension rises in the Gulf of Hormuz due to ongoing war between Iran, and
Israel and America. Aviation stocks will also remain under pressure
following the suspension of flights across key UAE routes, highlighting the
immediate operational fallout from the regional instability. Interglobe
Aviation share tumbled over 3.66 percent.

Crude oil prices jumped more than 7 per cent, as market participants
fear US-Iran war will have broader regional ramifications that will lead to a
major supply disruption.
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CENTRE - STATES LETTER

The Centre has issued a cautionary letter to States against possible
violence in India in the wake of Israel-US strikes against Iran. Sources said
that the Union Ministry of Home Affairs has written a letter to all States and
Union Territories asking them to identify pro-Iran radical preachers giving
inflammatory sermons. The letter underscores the need for intensified
intelligence sharing and preventive action to avert any law and order
breakdown.

Under the previous structure, 11 thousand rupees was
deposited in the name of each eligible girl child in case of an
institutional birth and ten thousand rupees in case of a home

birth. Additionally, five thousand rupees was deposited at key
educational milestones admission to Classes one, six and nine,

passing Class 10th, and admission to Class 12th. The Chief
Minister clarified that under the new scheme, both the financial

assistance and the overall vision have been significantly
enhanced. The scheme will benefit families with an annual income

not exceeding 1 lakh 20 thousand rupees and who have been

residing in Delhi for the past three years. The girl child must have

been born in Delhi. The Chief Minister stated that the scheme is
inspired by the broader vision of Prime Minister Narendra Modi,




which seeks to place daughters at the centre of nation-building

through education, dignity and self-reliance.
