PM MODI GLOBAL POPULARITY  

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has once again been ranked the world’s most 
popular leader, securing a 68 percent approval rating in the latest global 
survey conducted by US-based data analytics firm Morning Consult. The 
survey, carried out between March 2 and 8, shows PM Modi maintaining a 
significant lead over other global leaders. Switzerland’s President Guy 
Parmelin and South Korea’s President Lee Jae-myung are in second 
position, both with 62 percent approval ratings. Leaders from the Czech 
Republic and Argentina follow with 57 percent and 56 percent approval, 
respectively. In contrast, US President Donald Trump recorded a 39 
percent approval rating and did not feature among the top ten. Among 
European leaders, UK Prime Minister Keir Starmer received a 24 percent 
approval rating, while French President Emmanuel Macron stood at 17 
percent, placing near the bottom of the list. The rankings are based on a 

seven-day moving average of adult opinions across multiple countries. 

 The latest survey also comes as PM Modi recently reached a 
milestone in public life, becoming one of India’s longest-serving leaders in 
a head-of-government role, with a combined tenure spanning his years as 
Gujarat Chief Minister and Prime Minister.

ANDHRA- ROAD ACCIDENT 
 Several people are feared dead in a major road accident in Andhra 
Pradesh early this morning, after a private travel bus collided with a tipper 



truck and caught fire near Rayavaram in Markapuram district. The crash 
occurred near a quarry site. The impact triggered a fire that rapidly 
engulfed the bus, leaving it completely gutted. Preliminary reports indicate 
that several passengers were trapped inside and died in the blaze. Officials 
said the death toll may rise as rescue and identification efforts continue. 
 At least 20 injured passengers have been shifted to nearby hospitals 
for treatment. Police and emergency teams reached the spot soon after the 
incident and launched rescue operations, evacuating the injured and 
securing the area. Officials said the bus, operated by a private travel 
company, was travelling from Hyderabad to Pamuru at the time of the 
accident. 
 Chief Minister N. Chandrababu Naidu expressed shock over the 
incident. He reviewed the situation with officials and sought details on 
medical care for the injured. He directed authorities to ensure proper 
treatment and ordered a comprehensive inquiry. Authorities have initiated 
an investigation to ascertain the cause of the accident.

 Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister N. Chandrababu Naidu has expressed 
profound shock and grief over the tragic road accident near Rayavaram in 
Markapuram district. The accident occurred following a collision between a 
tipper lorry and a private travel bus belonging to Harikrishna Travels, in 
which several passengers were reportedly burnt alive. 
 Immediately after the incident, the Chief Minister conducted a 
teleconference review with senior officials, including Ministers Anita and 
Janardhan Reddy, along with top police officials, the District SP, and the 
District Collector. During the review, officials briefed him with preliminary 
information stating that a total of 35 passengers were on board the bus at 
the time of the accident, of whom 13 lost their lives while 22 injured 
passengers are currently undergoing treatment. Among the injured, three 
are reported to be in critical condition. 
 Officials informed that the bus, operated by Harikrishna Travels, was 
traveling from Jagityal towards Nellore. Preliminary assessment indicates 
that the accident may have occurred after the bus moved into the opposite 
lane.The District Collector informed that there are plans to shift critically 
injured victims to better medical facilities in Guntur for advanced 



treatment. The Chief Minister directed officials to ensure the best possible 
medical care for all injured victims, provide adequate compensation to the 
families of the deceased and injured, and conduct a thorough investigation 
into the causes of the accident. He also conveyed his deepest condolences 
to the bereaved families and assured full support from the state 
government.

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate Phase -1 of Noida 
International Airport at Jewar in Uttar Pradesh on Saturday. The Airport 
has been developed at a total investment of around 11 thousand two 
hundred crore rupees. Designed as a sustainable and future-ready 
infrastructure project, Noida International Airport aims to operate as a net-
zero emissions facility, integrating energy-efficient systems and 
environmentally responsible practices. 
 Noida International Airport is among the largest greenfield airport 
projects in India. The inauguration of this airport marks a significant 
milestone in India’s journey towards becoming a global aviation hub. The 
airport, envisioned as a major international gateway for the National 
Capital Region, represents a major step in strengthening the country’s 
airport infrastructure and enhancing regional and international connectivity. 
Noida International Airport has been developed as the second international 
airport for the Delhi NCR region, complementing Indira Gandhi 
International Airport. The airport will initially have a passenger handling 
capacity of 12 million passengers per annum, with scalability up to 70 
million passengers per annum upon full development. The airport also 
incorporates a robust cargo ecosystem, including a Multi-Modal Cargo Hub, 
featuring an Integrated Cargo Terminal and logistics zones. The cargo 
facility is designed to handle over 2.5 lakh metric tonnes annually, 
expandable to around 18 lakh metric tonnes.

 The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy 
rainfall over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal and Sikkim until tomorrow.
