NEPAL-OLI ARREST

Former Nepal Prime Minister KP Sharma Oli was arrested this
morning over his alleged involvement in last year's deadly Gen Z protests.
His arrest comes a day after Balendra Shah took oath as the country's
youngest Prime Minister. According to the Chief of the District Police Range
in Bhaktapur, Superintendent of Police (SP) Surya Bahadur Khadka, the
former Prime Minister was arrested from his residence.

Former Home Minister Ramesh Lekhak was also detained along with
Mr Oli.

A probe panel in the country this week had recommended



prosecuting 74 year old former Prime Minister KP Sharma Oli, for failing to
stop the violent crackdown on anti-corruption protests.

The arrest comes just a day after Prime Minister Balendra Shah's
cabinet was sworn in, after the first elections in the Himalayan Nation since
the 2025 uprising that ousted Former Prime Minister Oli.
