PM MODI-NOIDA AIRPORT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate the first phase of Noida
International Airport at Jewar in Uttar Pradesh today. The Airport has been
developed at a total investment of around 11 thousand two hundred crore
rupees.

Designed as a sustainable and future-ready infrastructure project, the
airport aims to operate as a net-zero emissions facility, incorporating
energy-efficient systems and environmentally responsible practices. It is
among the largest greenfield airport projects in India and marks a
significant milestone in the country’s journey towards becoming a global
aviation hub.

Envisioned as a key international gateway for the National Capital
Region, the airport will strengthen aviation infrastructure and enhance
regional and global connectivity. It will serve as the second international
airport for the Delhi-NCR region, complementing Indira Gandhi
International Airport.

In its initial phase, the airport will have a passenger handling capacity
of 12 million per annum, scalable up to 70 million upon full development.
The airport will also feature a robust cargo ecosystem, including a Multi-
Modal Cargo Hub, featuring an Integrated Cargo Terminal and logistics
zones. The facility is designed to handle over 2.5 lakh metric tonnes of
cargo annually, expandable to around 18 lakh metric tonnes. <><><>

Home Minister Amit Shah has said that despite global disruptions
arising from tensions in West Asia, daily life in India has remained
unaffected and the country has managed the crisis effectively. Speaking at
the private media's Summit in New Delhi last evening, the Home Minister
said, the Government’s sustained efforts to strengthen and preserve
petroleum reserves over the past decade have ensured stability in supply.
Mr Shah highlighted that while several countries have witnessed sharp
increases in fuel prices, India has maintained stable supply with almost
zero impact on petrol and diesel prices. He noted that many nations have
faced severe disruptions, including restrictions on fuel usage and
emergency measures, whereas India has remained steady during the crisis.

Mr Shah said, the government has taken long-term measures to
enhance energy security, including increasing petroleum reserves and
diversifying import sources. He said, India now imports petroleum products
from 42 countries as compared to 27 in 2014, ensuring supply resilience.
He added that increased LPG production and electrification of nearly 98
percent of railway operations have reduced dependence on fuel and helped
manage the current situation. Mr Shah urged citizens to continue
purchasing petrol and diesel as per normal requirements and assured that
there is no shortage in supply. He also underlined that India’s foreign
policy remains focused on maintaining balanced relations with all countries
while advocating peace and restraint at the global level.

IRAN-ISRAEL ATTACK

Tensions continue to remain high in West Asia as Israel intensified
strikes on Iran’s key steel, power and nuclear facilities last night, further
escalating the ongoing conflict. Tehran has condemned the attacks, saying
they undermine diplomatic efforts and contradict the extended deadline for
negotiations.

Iran's Foreign Minister Abbas Araghchi in a social media post warned
that Tehran will impose a heavy price on Israel following strikes on key
infrastructure, including two of Iran’s largest steel plants and sensitive
nuclear facilities. Mr Araghchi said, Israel had targeted major industrial



assets such as steel factories, a power plant, and civilian nuclear sites,
adding that the strikes were allegedly carried out in coordination with the
United States.

DGCA-VVIPs GUIDELINES

The Directorate General of Civil Aviation (DGCA) has issued
guidelines for aircraft operators flying VVIPs, including Chief Ministers,
Union Ministers and Governors, to enhance safety during such operations.
The DGCA said, the guidelines are applicable to non-scheduled aircraft and
helicopter operators carrying VVIPs, in view of concerns arising from past
accidents and incidents during such operations.

DGCA in a statement said analysis of past incidents during aircraft
operations to and from airstrips and temporary helipads, particularly during
election-related flying, has often revealed violations of laid-down
procedures, compromising safety. It emphasised strict adherence to
operational protocols, especially in challenging conditions such as
temporary helipads and remote airstrips, and called for better coordination
among operators, crew and local authorities to ensure safe VVIP
movement. The DGCA also underlined that pilots must not be subjected to
any pressure while taking safety-related decisions, and the final authority
in such matters rests with the pilot-in-command. It specified that only
properly maintained aircraft, preferably twin-engine, with adequate crew
should be used for VVIP operations.
