REV. CBSE- EXAM CANCEL 
 The Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE) has cancelled the Class 
12 examinations scheduled to take place from tomorrow till the 10th of next 
month in the West Asian Region. The board also said that exams which were 
earlier postponed shall also stand cancelled. It added that the mode of result 
declaration for Class 12 candidates in the West Asian Region will be notified 
separately in due course. 
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LADAKH - SNOWFALL 
 In Ladakh, traffic movement has resumed on the Zoji La Pass along the 
Strategic National Highway 1 after remaining closed for six days due to heavy 
snowfall. Following the restoration of the road, authorities allowed the movement 
of vehicles from Sonamarg towards Ladakh. More than 2,000 passengers and 
around 300 vehicles crossed the pass after the highway was reopened. 
 Our correspondent reports, snow clearance teams worked continuously to 
restore the road and ensure safe passage for vehicles. Authorities have advised 
commuters to follow traffic regulations and check weather and road conditions 
before undertaking travel through Zoji La Pass.

JAISWAL - BRICS 

 External Affairs Ministry Spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal has said that India 
is actively engaging with member countries of BRICS to arrive at a common 
position on the ongoing conflict in West Asia. Mr Jaiswal said this while 
addressing the Inter-Ministerial media briefing in New Delhi last evening. He 
noted that some BRICS members are directly involved in the current situation in 
West Asia, and the differences among member countries have made it difficult 
for the grouping to forge a consensus. He emphasized that as the current chair 
of BRICS, India has been facilitating discussions among member countries 
through the Sherpa channel. He noted that the most recent virtual meeting of 
BRICS Sherpas was held on 12th March to deliberate on the evolving situation.

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IMD WEATHER 
 The IndiaMeteorological Department (IMD) has issued an orange colour 
warning for thunderstorms accompanied by hailstorms over Delhi, Chandigarh, 
Haryana, Punjab, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Jammu and Kashmir till tomorrow. 
The weather agency also forecast heavy rainfall likely at isolated places over 
Arunachal Pradesh, Assam and  Meghalaya, till tomorrow.

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SHAH - ASSAM VISIT 
 Union Home Minister Amit Shah has said, Assam has transformed into a 
major healthcare hub for the Northeastern region over the last 10 years of BJP 
led government reducing the need for residents to travel to outside the region 
for treatment.  Mr Shah was addressing a large gathering at Guwahati on the 
occasion of foundation laying and inauguration of various development projects 
related to health sector. The Home Minister said, Assam is the first state in India 
to introduce proton therapy machine within the public health care system and 
has made world class cancer treatment facilities.  
 Union Home Minister Amit Shah inaugurated and laid foundation stones of 
various development projects worth over 2090 Crore rupees in Guwahati today. 
The Home Minister inaugurated the Pragjyotishpur Medical College and Hospital 
in Guwahati along with Cancer Care Centres of Golaghat and Tinsukia. Mr Shah 
criticized the Congress party for negligence of health sector of the State during 
their 15 years of rule.

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REV EC-ASSEMBLY ELECTION  
 The Election Commission of India today announced that Assembly 
elections in Assam, Keralam, Puducherry and Tamil Nadu will be held in a single 
phase, while polling in West Bengal will take place in two phases. Announcing 
the poll schedule in New Delhi, Chief Election Commissioner Gyanesh Kumar said 
voting in Assam, Keralam and Puducherry will be held on 9th of April, while in 
Tamil Nadu polling will take place on 23rd.  
 In West Bengal, voting will be conducted in two phases on 23rd and 29th 
of April. The first phase in the state will cover 152 Assembly constituencies and 
the second phase will cover 142 constituencies. Counting of votes for all four 
states and the Union Territory will be held on the 4th of May. Mr Kumar said, 
with the announcement of the poll schedule, the Model Code of Conduct has 
come into force with immediate effect in the states and the Union Territory.

 Mr Kumar said, over 17 crore people are eligible to vote in the elections to 
five assemblies covering 824 constituencies. This includes over 6 crore voters in 
West Bengal, more than 5 crore in Tamil Nadu, nearly three crore in Keralam, 
over two crore in Assam and over nine lakh in Puducherry. He added that around 
more than two lakh polling stations will be set up and nearly 25 lakh election 
officials to be deployed across the states and the Union Territory.

 The Chief Election Commissioner said directions have been issued to 
ensure Assured Minimum Facilities such as drinking water, toilets and signage at 
every polling station. He added that the Commission has recently introduced 30 
new initiatives to make the election process more transparent. Mr Kumar also 
said that there will be a maximum of 1,200 electors at each polling station and 
100 percent webcasting will be ensured for round-the-clock monitoring.

7th of May, the 126-member Assembly of Assam on 20th of May, and the 140-
member Assembly of Kerala on 23rd of May. The term of the 234-member 

Assembly in Tamil Nadu ends on 10th of May, while the 30-member Assembly in
