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ARAGHCHI - STRAIT OF HORMUZ  

 Iran’s Foreign Minister Abbas Araghchi has said that the strategically 
vital Strait of Hormuz remains operational for international shipping, but 
vessels linked to the United States and Israel are not permitted to pass 
through the waterway. His remarks come amid escalating tensions in the 
region following recent military developments. In an interview with 
American Cable News Channel, Araghchi said the maritime passage has not 
been entirely shut down. The claim from the Iranian minister comes even 
as hundreds of ships, including many Indian vessels, remain stranded in 
the narrow sea lane between the Persian Gulf and the Gulf of Oman. He 
emphasised that other nations remain free to navigate the passage. The 
minister also suggested that some shipping companies are choosing to 
avoid the area due to safety concerns rather than an outright blockade. He 
maintained that several tankers and cargo ships are still moving through 
the strait despite the heightened tensions.

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TRUMP-HORMUZ STRAIT 

 US President Donald Trump has urged nations affected by Tehran’s 
attempted closure of the Hormuz Strait to send ships to secure the narrow 
shipping lane crucial for global oil supplies as the war with Iran entered the 
third week. In a post on Truth Social, Trump urged countries such as 
China, France, Japan, South Korea, the UK and others to send ships to the 
Hormuz Strait, asserting that the US will continue to bomb the shoreline 
and target Iranian ships and boats. Starting February 28, the US and Israel 
have launched a massive joint attack on Iran and with Iran's retaliation, it 
has extended to the entire Gulf region. Iranian strikes in Hormuz have 
affected maritime traffic in the strait, which is crucial for global supply 
chains for crude and oil. Trump claimed that the US has already destroyed 
100 per cent of Iran’s military capability, but it’s easy for them to send a 
drone or two, drop a mine, or deliver a close range missile somewhere 
along, or in, this waterway, no matter how badly defeated they are. Global 
oil and gas prices have surged after Iran has virtually blocked the Strait of 
Hormuz, a narrow shipping lane between the Persian Gulf and the Gulf of 
Oman, that handles roughly 20 per cent of global oil and Liquefied Natural 
Gas.

The Joint Secretary also urged the citizens to 
refrain from panic booking of LPG Cylinders and only book when 
required. She informed that commercial cylinders have been kept 
at the disposal for state governments and the distribution of 
commercial cylinders in 29 states and UTs has begun. Raids and 
Inspections are also being conducted by various state 
governments to control black marketing and hoarding of LPG 
cylinders. On the reported inconvenience caused by consumers 
while booking cylinders for their household, the Joint Secretary 
said that cylinders can only be booked after 25 days from the 
previous delivery date in urban areas and after 45 days in rural 
areas. She also urged the citizens to book cylinders digitally and 
avoid queuing up outside the distributors.
