The government has modified Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana to
ensure transparency, accountability and timely payment of claims to the
farmers. Replying to supplementaries in the Lok Sabha today, Union
Agriculture and Farmer Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan said that
earlier the farmers had to wait for several months to receive payments in
their accounts. He said that insurers will have to pay agriculture-related
claims with 12 per cent interest if they fail to settle the claims within 21
days. The Minister also informed that if the state governments also delay
the claim process, then they will have to pay 12 per cent interest to the
farmers. Mr Chouhan said the farmers can also register complaints on the
Krishi Rakshak Portal with regard to their grievances related to claim
settlement. He said, so far, two lakh 71 thousand complaints have been
registered at the portal, and the government is investigating the complaints
and taking strict action.

The external affairs minister held separate meetings
with European Commission president Ursula von der Leyen and his
counterparts from Germany, Greece and Belgium. Following his meeting
with European Commission President Ursula Von Der Leyen, Dr Jaishankar
said, her highly successful state visit to India in January marked a turning
point in India-EU ties and New Delhi is following up vigorously on it. He
said, stronger convergence between India and EU in a multipolar world is
also expressed in closer consultations. Ms Kallas said, EU Foreign Affairs



Council discussed how to better protect shipping in the Strait of Hormuz,
including possible contributions by the EU's naval mission Aspides, and a
European security strategy.

Global oil and gas prices have surged after Iran has virtually blocked
the Strait of Hormuz, a narrow shipping lane between the Persian Gulf and
the Gulf of Oman that handles roughly 20 per cent of global oil and LNG.
The West Asia region has been a major source of India's energy
procurement. After his talks with German Foreign Minister Johann
Wadephul, Dr Jaishankar said they exchanged notes on the conflict in West
Asia and also took stock of the progress of our bilateral relations.

KERALA - ASSEMBLY POLL: The expenditure observers for the

WB-ELECTION SURVEILLANCE: To tighten the surveillance during

assembly elections in West Bengal, special emphasis will be given on
technology-driven monitoring. Web casting is being made mandatory in
100% polling booths. If web casting is not conducted in any booth,
decision of a re-election will be considered. For the first time in the state’s
electoral history, drones will be put into operation to monitor and observe
situations in large gatherings or sensitive areas. According to Commission
sources, 55 assembly constituencies have already been identified as
vulnerable. To oversee the overall election situation, a state-level control
center has been set up at the CEQO’s office. Additionally, for the first time,
an “Observer Cell” has been created, staffed by IAS officers.

REV. AFGHAN — ATTACK: At least 400 people have been killed and
around 250 injured in a Pakistani airstrike at a hospital in Afghan capital
Kabul last night. Taliban Government spokesperson Zabihullah Mujahid said
that a large section of the hospital has been destroyed in the Pakistani
airstrike and the number of casualties may increase. He said, Pakistani
military regime has once again violated Afghanistan's airspace and targeted
a drug rehabilitation hospital in Kabul, resulting in the death and injury of
addicts who were undergoing treatment. The attack came hours after
Afghan officials said the two sides exchanged fire along their common
border. UN Special Rapporteur for Human Rights for Afghanistan, Richard
Bennett, has expressed concern over civilian casualties in the attack on the
hospital.
