It has released tied grants 

during the financial year 2025-26 to Rural Local Bodies in Chhattisgarh, 

Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh, Punjab and Sikkim. It has also released withheld 

portions of both tied and untied grants to Himachal Pradesh, Odisha, 

Sikkim and Tripura. The release covers allocations pertaining to different 

financial years and aims to further strengthen rural local governance. 

Ministry of Panchyati Raj said, over 945 crore rupees have been released to 

Madhya Pradesh, over 764 crore to Gujarat, around 387 crore to 

Chhattisgarh, over 332 crore to Punjab, over 35 crore to Odisha, around 14 

crore to Himachal Pradesh, over 10 crore to Sikkim and over 68 lakh 

rupees to Tripura.

 A division bench of the Calcutta High Court, today quashed two 

Public Interest Litigations (PILs) filed by a Trinamool Congress leader 

challenging the decisions of the Election Commission of India's large-scale 

transfers of bureaucrats and police officers in West Bengal. The case was 

argued in the court by the party's Lok Sabha member, Kalyan Banerjee, 

who served as the petitioner's counsel.  

 One of the two PILs was related to the transfer of bureaucrats and 

police officers at the topmost level, like Chief Secretary,  Home Secretary, 

DGP, Police Commissioner among others. The second PILs was related to 

the transfer of bureaucrats and police officers on the lower rung of general 

and police administration in the state who are also the returning officers 

and inspectors of police. 



 The Calcutta High Court’s Division Bench of Chief Justice Sujoy Paul 

and Justice Partha Sarathi Sen quashed the PILs, saying that the 

Commission was well within its right to transfer bureaucrats and police 

officers while the model code of conduct is in force. The Division bench 

also rejected the petitioner’s argument that such large-scale transfers, and 

that too at the highest levels of general and police administration in West 

Bengal, were deliberate since the same was not applicable in other poll-

bound states and territories.  According to the division bench, there was no 

evidence that the Election Commission's decision negatively impacted the 

functioning of the state machinery.

Uchral previously served as 

parliament speaker and led the ruling party. A former hip-hop artist turned 

politician, he later held the digital development and communications 

portfolio, where he pushed transparency and digital governance reforms. 

The outgoing prime minister Zandanshatar Gombojav stepped down amid 

pressure linked to corruption allegations involving a senior minister, paving 

the way for Uchral’s selection as a unifying figure acceptable to rival camps 

aligned with the president and former leadership.

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NASA-MOON 

 The countdown is underway for the Artemis II mission of the 

American space agency NASA, marking humanity’s first crewed journey 

towards the Moon in more than 53 years since the Apollo era. 

 The 32-storey Space Launch System rocket is scheduled to lift off 

tomorrow, carrying four astronauts - Reid Wiseman, Victor Glover, 

Christina Koch, and Canadian astronaut Jeremy Hansen. 

 Following a day in Earth’s orbit, their Orion spacecraft will be 

propelled toward the Moon by the Space Launch System rocket. The 



mission will involve a flyby of the Moon, executing a quick loop around it 

before returning to Earth, with no landing planned. 

 The nearly 10-day journey will conclude with a splashdown in the 

Pacific Ocean. The mission is designed to test critical systems ahead of 

future crewed lunar landings. 

 Unlike the Apollo missions between 1968 and 1972, which sent only 

men to the Moon, the Artemis II crew reflects greater diversity, including a 

woman, a person of colour, and a non-American astronaut. 

 The Artemis programme is part of a broader strategy to establish a 

sustained human presence on the Moon, seen as vital for maintaining U.S. 

leadership in space exploration amid growing competition, particularly from 

China. 

 NASA has a launch window extending through the first six days of 

April. If missed, the next opportunity will come later in the month.

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PUDUCHERRY-ECI GUIDELINES 

 In Puducherry, the Election Commission has issued detailed 

guidelines regarding election manifestos for the upcoming Legislative 

Assembly elections 2026, in line with the Model Code of Conduct. 

 According to the guidelines, political parties must submit three copies 

of their election manifesto to the Chief Electoral Officer within three days of 



its release. If the manifesto is published in a regional language, an English 

translation must also be provided. 

 The Commission has also directed that parties submit a declaration 

confirming that all promises and schemes mentioned in the manifesto 

comply with the provisions of the Model Code of Conduct. 

 To ensure transparency and credibility, parties have been advised to 

clearly indicate the rationale behind their promises, the financial resources 

required, and the plan for implementation. The Commission emphasised 

that only realistic and implementable promises should be made to gain 

public trust. 

 Puducherry Chief Electoral Officer Jawahar instructed that no 

manifestos shall be released during the 48-hour silence period before the 

close of polling, as per the Representation of the People Act, 1951. The 

Election Commission has urged all political parties and candidates to strictly 

follow these guidelines.

 In Cambodia, lawmakers have unanimously adopted a new law 

targeting online scam operations with up to life in prison, following a 

government pledge to shut them down by the end of April. All 112 

Members of Parliament voted to approve the legislation, which marks 

Cambodia’s first legal framework specifically aimed at a lucrative, illicit 

industry that has transformed the country into a global hub for cybercrime. 

The scam operations typically involve bogus investment schemes and 

feigned romances that collectively extort tens of billions of dollars from 

victims around the world every year. Speaking in the Parliament, Justice 

Minister Keut Rith said, thousands of people, especially from other Asian 

nations, are lured with fraudulent job offers and forced to work in scam 

centers in conditions of near-slavery. He lawmakers that these crimes 

threaten public security and significantly damage Cambodia’s global 

reputation. The legislation awaits review by the Senate and final approval
