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PM DELHI PROJECTS

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate and lay the foundation stone
of multiple development projects worth around 33 thousand 500 crore
rupees in New Delhi today. Mr Modi will inaugurate and lay the foundation
stone of Delhi metro projects worth about 18 thousand 300 crore rupees.
He will inaugurate two new corridors of the Delhi Metro. These include the
Maijlis Park-Maujpur Babarpur Pink Line corridor of around 12.3 kilometres
and the Deepali Chowk-Maijlis Park Magenta Line corridor of around 9.9
kilometres. The new connectivity will benefit several areas of Delhi
including Burari, Jagatpur-Wazirabad, Khajuri Khas, Bhajanpura, Yamuna
Vihar, Madhuban Chowk, Haiderpur Badli Mor, Bhalaswa, Maijlis Park
among others. On the occasion, Prime Minister Modi will also lay
the foundation stone for three new corridors under Phase five-A

of the Delhi Metro, covering a route length of over 16 kilometres.
The three new corridors are R.K. Ashram Marqg to Indraprastha,

Aerocity to Indira Gandhi Airport Terminal-1, and Tughlakabad to
Kalindi Kunj. He will also inaugurate and lay the foundation stone

of multiple projects worth 15 thousand 200 crore rupees under
the General Pool Residential Accommodation (GPRA)

Redevelopment Plan. Spread across key locations such as Sarojini
Nagar, Netaji Nagar, Kasturba Nagar and Sriniwaspuri, these

projects are part of the Government's ambitious programme to
modernize GPRA colonies and create world-class infrastructure
for Government employees and administrative offices. The
redevelopment plan will provide more than 9,350 modern flats for
government employees along with the creation of approximately
48 lakh square feet of office space, which will significantly
enhance administrative efficiency while also generating
monetization potential.

RAISINA DAILOGUE CONCLUDE: The 11th edition of the Raisina



Dialogue concluded in New Delhi yesterday. The three day event which
began on 5th of March was inaugurated by Prime Minister Narendra Modi.
President of Finland, Dr. Alexander Stubb joined the inaugural session as
the Chief Guest. The theme of the 2026 edition was "Samskara - Assertion,
Accommodation, Advancement”. Over the course of three days, decision
makers and thought leaders of the world engaged with each other across
conversations in various formats, over six thematic pillars. These pillars
included Contested Frontiers: Power, Polarity, and Periphery, Repairing the
Commons: New Groups, New Guardians, New Avenues and Trade in the
Time of Tariffs: Recovery, Resilience, and Reinvention.  On the last day
of the dialogue, External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar said that the rise
of the country will be determined by India and its strength, not by the
mistakes of others. He made these remarks at Raisina Dialogue 2026, while
speaking alongside with his Seychelles, Mauritius and Sri Lankan
counterpart and Former Foreign Minister of Australia on the theme of
‘Heart of the Seas: Future of the Indian Ocean’. He added that the
direction of country's rise is very clear and unstoppable. Dr Jaishankar
noted that the countries of the Indian Ocean stand to benefit with the
growth of India and those countries working with India will get more
benefits. Participating in a session titled Inadvertent Coalitions Shaping
Global Order in the evening, Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri stressed on the
need for a reform of global developmental financing policy.

REV. MEA WEST ASIA: Ministry of External Affairs (MEA) has said that
more than 52,000 Indian nationals have been safely brought back from the
Gulf region to India between March 1 and March 7, following the outbreak
of war in West Asia. The MEA said that of these, 32,107 passengers
travelled on Indian carriers, while the rest were flown by foreign airlines.
MEA Spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said that the Government of India has
been continuously monitoring developments in West Asia and the Gulf
region, with particular emphasis on the welfare of Indian nationals
stranded in transit or during short-duration visits. He said that the partial
opening of airspace across the region in recent days has enabled both
scheduled and non-scheduled flights to operate, thereby facilitating the
return of stranded passengers. MEA Spokesperson said, more flights are
planned in the coming days to ensure that those still awaiting evacuation
can return home safely. Mr Jaiswal added that all Indian nationals in the
region have been advised to follow the guidelines of local authorities and



the advisories issued by the Indian Embassy or Consulate in their
respective locations. He pointed out that each of India’s missions in the
affected countries has already issued detailed advisories and set up 24/7
helplines to address concerns arising from the ongoing situation. The MEA
has also established a dedicated Special Control Room in New Delhi to
monitor developments and respond to queries from those affected and
their families. Mr Jaiswal advised Indian nationals in countries where
commercial flight operations remain unavailable to contact the concerned
Embassy or Consulate directly for information and guidance on the nearest
available flight options.

WEST ASIA UPDATE: The conflict in West Asia has entered nighth day
today, expanding across several countries in the Gulf region as the United
States, Israel and Iran continue airstrikes, missile attacks and drone
operations in the region. Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu has
said that Israel will continue its military actions against Iran until all its
objectives are achieved. In a video message shared on social media, he
praised the Israeli pilots, soldiers, security forces and citizens for their
courage during the ongoing conflict. Netanyahu said Israel is in the middle
of a critical campaign for its existence and that the country will keep acting
with strength and determination against its enemies. He added that Israel’s
success would remove the nuclear threat to the world and could also lead
to peace between Israel and Iran while expanding the circle of peace in the
region. Meanwhile, the Israel Defense Forces said it carried out strikes on
two major ballistic missile production sites in Parchin and Shahrud.
According to the military, the targets included facilities producing explosive
materials for missile warheads, raw materials for missile engines, a missile
engine mixing and casting facility, and a complex used for research,
development and production of advanced cruise missiles. Reports also said
Israeli airstrikes targeted oil storage facilities in Tehran.

Iran’s Islamic Revolutionary Guard Corps claimed that it struck the
Haifa Oil Refinery with Kheibarshekan missiles. The group Hezbollah also
said it launched missiles at the Haifa naval base and fired rockets toward
Kiryat Shmona. Authorities in Dubai confirmed that a Pakistani driver died
in the Al Barsha area after debris from an aerial interception fell on a
vehicle, while a minor incident also occurred on a tower facade in Dubai
Marina without causing injuries. Earlier, Iranian President Masoud
Pezeshkian said neighbouring countries would no longer be targeted unless



attacks originate from their territory and apologised for recent strikes. He
said they happened due to miscommunication within the ranks. He also
rejected the demand from the United States for unconditional surrender.
Iran’s UN ambassador Amir Saeid Iravani said that 1,332 Iranian civilians,
including women and children, have been killed in US-Israeli airstrikes and
accused both countries of deliberately targeting civilians and infrastructure,
adding that Iran will continue to exercise its right to self-defence. The
United States Central Command said US forces have carried out more than
3,000 strikes on targets inside Iran during the first week of Operation Epic
Fury. US President Donald Trump ruled out any deal with Iran and called
for its unconditional surrender, while also approving a 151-million-dollar
arms sale to Israel. Reports also said Iran destroyed a key radar
component of the Terminal High Altitude Area Defense at Muwaffaq Salti
Air Base. In Lebanon, the health ministry said Israeli airstrikes in the town
of Nabi Chit killed 41 people and injured 40 others. Meanwhile, Russian
President Vladimir Putin held a phone conversation with the Iranian
president, expressed condolences over the deaths of Iranian leaders and
civilians, and called for an immediate end to hostilities while urging a
diplomatic solution. ~ Amid the escalating conflict, President Donald
Trump along with several senior officials joined grieving families at Dover
Air Force Base for the dignified transfer of six US soldiers killed in the war
in the Middle East. Trump said it was a very sad day and that he was glad
the nation paid its respects to the fallen soldiers and their families.

WOMEN'S DAY: International Women's Day is being observed today. The
theme this year is "Rights. Justice. Action. For ALL Women and Girls." It
highlights the need to strengthen women’s rights, ensuring access to
justice and accelerating action towards gender equality worldwide. To mark
the occasion, various programmers are being organized across the country.
In New Delhi, President Droupadi Murmu will join International Women'’s
Day celebrations at Manekshaw Centre. Minister for Women and Child
Development Annpurna Devi, and the Minister of State Savitri Thakur will
also be present at the event. Further, the Ministry of Women and Child
Development is also organising a women-led walk titled Shakti Walk along
Kartavya Path. In the Shakti Walk, women Participants from diverse fields
will walk together, highlighting the central role women play in shaping a
progressive and inclusive India. JInternational Women's Day is
observed to recognize women for their achievements across




national, ethnic linquistic cultural, economic, or political
boundaries. The day calls for equal rights and opportunities for
all. Recognized by the United Nations in 1977, the day has
become a global moment to push for progress on gender equality.
The central government has been actively working towards
women's empowerment and gender equality through various
policies, schemes, and legislative measures. India has undertaken
several initiatives to ensure that girls have equal access to quality
education from primary schooling to higher education. This year.

the day is being marked by a global campaign theme, Give to
Gain’, that highlights the power of collective support in advancing
gender equality. It encourages individuals, organisations and

T20 WORLD CUP: In the ICC Men's T20 Cricket World Cup, defending
champions India will lock horns with New Zealand in the Summit Clash at
the Narendra Modi Stadium in Ahmedabad today. The match will start at 7
PM. This will be Indian team's fourth appearance in a T20 World Cup final
as they aim for a record-breaking third title. New Zealand, on the other
hand, will be playing their second final as they chase their maiden trophy.
Indian team led by Suryakumar Yadav reached the final beating England by
seven runs in a nail-biting semifinal in Mumbai, while New Zealand,

captained by Mitchell Santner defeated South Africa by nine wickets in
Kolkata.
