Minister for Railways Ashwini Vaishnaw has informed that work on
the Automatic Train Protection system KAVACH in the country is
progressing at a fast pace. Replying to supplementaries in the Lok Sabha
today, Mr Vaishnaw said, KAVACH is a very complex system with five sub-
systems. He said, Optical Fibre Cables, OFC have been installed in eight
thousand 570 kilometres. The Minister said, over 1100 Telecom Towers has
been put in place and 767 station data centres have been established in
stations. He said, Track Side Equipment have been installed in six thousand
776 kilometres. Mr Vaishnaw said, the work on the KAVACH system should
have started in the 90’s but it was started after Prime Minister Narendra
Modi took charge in 2014.

comments on a proposal to amend Para G of Schedule F under the Drugs
Rules, 1945, relating to testing of blood products. The Ministry said the
amendment aims to align India’s regulatory framework with internationally
accepted pharmacopoeial standards. It also said that As per the Indian,
British, United States and European Pharmacopoeias, pooled human
plasma is mandatorily tested for Hepatitis B surface antigen, Hepatitis C
virus RNA and HIV antibodies before fractionation. The Ministry also said
that Currently, final products are tested again for the same markers,
leading to duplication. The proposed amendment seeks to remove such
redundant testing while maintaining high patient safety standards.
