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PM MODI-WEST ASIA: Prime Minister Narendra Modi has discussed the
evolving situation in West Asia with Crown Prince and Prime Minister of
Saudi Arabia, Mohammed bin Salman during a telephonic conversation. Mr
Modi condemned the recent attacks on Saudi Arabia, describing them as a
violation of its sovereignty and territorial integrity. In a social media post,
he said that both sides agreed that the earliest restoration of regional
peace and stability is of utmost importance. The Prime Minister also
thanked Mr. Salman for looking after the well-being of the Indian
community during these difficult times. Mr. Modi also held a telephonic
conversation with the King of Bahrain Hamad Bin Isa Al Khalifa.



Condemning the attacks on Bahrain, Mr Modi said that India stands in
solidarity with its people in this difficult hour. He thanked the King of
Bahrain for the steadfast support extended to the Indian community in the
country. The Prime Minister also spoke to King Abdullah II of Jordan and
conveyed deep concern at the evolving situation in the region. Mr Modi
reaffirmed India's support for peace, security and the well-being of the
people of Jordan. In a social media post, Mr Modi said he thanked the King
for taking care of the Indian community in Jordan in this difficult hour.

PURI-OIL REVIEW: The Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas, Hardeep
Singh Puri, has said that the government is continuously monitoring the
evolving situation in West Asia. In a social media post, Mr. Puri said that all
necessary steps will be taken to ensure the availability and affordability of
major petroleum products in the country. The Minister further informed
that he reviewed the supply situation of crude oil, LPG, and other
petroleum products with senior officials from the Ministry and public sector
undertakings.

NEW CASUALITIES- WEST ASIA WAR: Israel’s air force said it dropped
more than 1,200 munitions across 24 of Iran’s 31 provinces in a joint
operation with the US. Iran has launched strikes across nine countries
including Bahrain, Iraq, Jordan, Kuwait, Oman, Qatar, Saudi Arabia and the
United Arab Emirates. According to the Red Crescent, 555 people have
been killed in Iran in the joint US-Israeli attacks. The deadliest strike hit a
girls” elementary school in Minab, killing about 180 children. Iranian state
media report that the wife of Iran’s late Supreme Leader Ali Khamenei has
also scummed to death. In Israel, an Iranian ballistic missile struck Beit
Shemesh, killing nine people and injuring more than 20. Four US soldiers
were killed and five seriously injured in Iranian attacks in Kuwait. In
Bahrain, an Asian worker died when missile debris hit a vessel in Salman
Industrial City. Iragi media and Kataib Hezbollah said two fighters were
killed and five injured in strikes on Jurf al-Sakher base. Kuwait reported
one death and 32 injuries in a drone attack on Kuwait International Airport.
In Lebanon, following Hezbollah’s missile attacks on Israel, Israeli
retaliatory strikes killed at least 52 people and injured 154. The
Lebanese government has banned Hezbollah’s military activities.



The Palestinian Islamic Jihad said its Lebanon military wing
commander was also killed, while Israel claimed that head of
Hezbollah’s intelligence, Hussein Makled, was eliminated in a
precise strike in Beirut. Bangladesh’s Foreign Ministry said missile and
drone attacks killed two Bangladeshis and injured seven others across the
Middle East. In the UAE, three people including a Pakistani national were
killed and 58 injured when debris fell near Zayed International Airport in
Abu Dhabi.<>

AVIATION - FLIGHT CANCEL: Amid the ongoing situation in the West

Asia, the Ministry of Civil Aviation said that 357 flights planned for
operation were cancelled. In a social media post, the Ministry informed that
the situation in the region is being closely monitored to facilitate relief for
passengers. It added that the passenger grievances are being monitored
through the Passenger Assistance Control Room, ensuring prompt redressal
on priority. The Ministry further said that a total of 559 grievances have
been addressed during this period through AirSewa, social media
platforms, and dedicated helpline calls, in coordination with airlines and
concerned stakeholders. It has also advised passengers to check official
airline channels for accurate updates regarding cancellations and
rescheduling.

CIVIL AVIATION-INDIGO: The Ministry of Civil Aviation has said that

IndiGo has planned 10 special relief operations from Jeddah to India today
to facilitate the return of stranded passengers, subject to required
approvals and prevailing airspace conditions. In a statement the ministry
said IndiGo is coordinating with the Consulate General of India at Jeddah
for passenger facilitation. Union Minister for Civil Aviation Rammohan
Naidu also reviewed a high-level meeting, attended by Civil Aviation
Secretary Samir Kumar Sinha and all senior officials. The Ministry said it is
closely monitoring the evolving airspace situation in parts of the Middle
East and its impact on international flight operations. It said the special
arrangements are being made to facilitate the movement of stranded



passengers and the Airlines are deploying additional capacity where
required. It further added that airlines are coordinating closely with foreign
aviation authorities and Indian missions abroad to ensure safe and orderly
passenger movement. The Ministry also advised passengers to check the
latest flight status directly with their respective airlines before proceeding
to the airport and to rely only on official sources for updates.

TRUMP-IRAN: President Donald Trump has refused to rule out

deploying US ground troops to Iran. In an interview to a private news
channel, Trump said he would consider it if necessary, as his
administration offered conflicting timelines on how long the military
operation would continue. Mr Trump said unlike previous presidents, he
would not categorically rule out putting troops in Iran, adding that he
probably doesn’t need them but would use them if needed. In the
same interview, Mr Trump said the operation was right on schedule, way
ahead of schedule in terms of leadership, claiming rapid progress against
Iranian command figures and military infrastructure. Meanwhile, in his first
public comments on the strikes in Iran, US Defense Secretary Pete Hegseth
also declined to rule out the deployment of ground troops. When asked
specifically about whether American forces could be sent to Iran, Mr
Hegseth said it would be foolishness to expect U.S. officials to say publicly
here’s exactly how far the US will go. The comments come days after U.S.
and Israeli forces began a widespread military campaign against Iran
dubbed Operation Epic Fury. The initial wave of strikes killed Supreme
Leader Ayatollah Ali Khamenei, eliminating the country’s highest political
and religious authority.

PM — WEBINAR: Prime Minister Narendra Modi will address the Post-
Budget Webinar today through video conferencing on the theme Sustaining
and Strengthening Economic Growth. The Prime Minister's Office has
informed that the Post-Budget Webinar will highlight the forward-looking
reform push to expand industrial scale, deepen technological leadership
and strengthen the foundations of critical sectors. It said that the
deliberations will focus on translating these priorities into effective action.
They will be guided by insights from industry participants whose on-ground



experience will support more effective implementation.

RAJNATH SINGH-WB: Senior BIP leader and Defence Minister Rajnath
Singh has said, if BJP comes to power in West Bengal, it will create jobs for
the youth. He also asserted that criminals in West Bengal would be in jail
within @ month of a BJP government coming to power in the state. He was
addressing a ‘Parivartan Yatra’ rally at Amta in Howrah district today. Mr.
Singh alleged that the Trinamool Congress was dividing people in the state.
He said, the BIP does not engage in politics merely to form governments,
but to reform society.
