RS - TRANGENDER BILL 
 Parliament has passed the Transgender Persons (Protection of 
Rights) Amendment Bill, 2026 with the Rajya Sabha approving it yesterday. 
Earlier, the bill was passed by the Lok Sabha on tuesday by a voice vote 
amid an Opposition-led walkout. The bill seeks to redefine the category of 
transgender, removes the provision of self-perceived gender identity and 
excludes several socio-cultural identities as well as transmasculine 
individuals from its ambit. Replying to discussion on the Bill in Rajya Sabha, 



Social Justice and Empowerment Minister Dr Virendra Kumar said, 
government is compassionate towards the well being of the transgender 
community. He said, the Bill has provisions to empower the transgenders 
and give them dignity. The Minister said, NDA government has taken 
several initiatives to bring the transgenders to the mainstream and stop 
discrimination against them.

CABINET DECISIONS 
 The Union Cabinet approved the launch and implementation of the 
Regional Connectivity Scheme - Modified UDAN for a period of ten years 
from 2026-27 to 2035-36 with a total outlay of 28,840 crore rupees. 
Briefing media on Cabinet decisions, Information and Broadcasting Minister 
Ashwini Vaishnaw said, 100 airports will be developed from unserved 
airstrips to boost regional connectivity. This will give boost to economic 
growth, trade and tourism in Tier-2 and Tier-3 cities and support affordable 
air travel for common citizens.

 Mr Vaishnaw informed that the Cabinet also approved a five-year 
extension of the Immigration, Visa, Foreigners Registration and Tracking 
scheme from 1st April 2026 till March 2031, with an outlay of 1,800 crore 
rupees. The IVFRT platform seeks to interlink and optimize functions 
related to immigration, visa issuance and registration of foreigners in India. 
The core objective of the IVFRT is to modernize and upgrade immigration 
and visa services within a secure and integrated service delivery 
framework. It aims to facilitate legitimate travellers while strengthening 
national security.

 Cabinet has also approved India’s Nationally Determined Contribution 
for the period 2031 to 2035, enhancing the country’s ambition under the 
UNFCCC and its Paris Agreement while reinforcing its commitment to 
sustainable development and climate justice. India has committed to 
reduce Emissions Intensity of its GDP by 47 percent by 2035 from 2005 



level. The country has achieved 52.57 percent non-fossil capacity as on 
February 2026, successfully meeting the target five years ahead of the 
timeline.  <<>>

 Government has said that country has the capacity of refining 26 
crore tonne crude oil and urged citizens to to stop believing in rumours and 
avoid panic buying. Addressing an inter-ministerial briefing on recent 
developments in West Asia held in New Delhi yesterday, Joint Secretary, 
Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas, Sujata Sharma clarified that there 
has been no increase in the rates of petrol and diesel amid rumours of 
petrol-diesel price hike. Talking about PNG Expansion, she said that 
government is focusing on it and issued a gazette notification in this regard 
whose main objective is to streamline application fees and approval 
timelines related to PNG connections across all states. she added that in 
the last approximately 25 days, about 2.5 lakh new connections have been 
provided. Additionally, around 2.2 lakh consumers have shifted from LPG to 
PNG.

 The all-party meeting follows Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s address 
to Parliament on the situation. In his statement, Prime Minister Modi said 
the government has constituted seven empowered groups to develop 
strategies on fuel, supply chains, fertilisers, and other areas to mitigate the 
impact of the Iran-Israel-US conflict.

KISHAN REDDY - MEETING  
 Minister for Coal and Mines G Kishan Reddy today called for 
accelerated exploration of critical minerals to achieve self-reliance and 
strengthen India’s economic growth, energy transition and technological 
advancement.
