She is on 
a 3 day visit to Uttar Pradesh. President will first reach Ayodhya and visit 
Shri Ram Janmbhoomi Mandir. She will perform Darshan and Aarti at 
various places within the Ram Janambhoomi Mandir and participate in Shri 
Ram Yantra Sthapana event. Later in the day she will depart for Mathura 
Vrindavan where she will take part in various programs and will perform 
Darshan and Pujan. Our correspondent, reports that In Ayodhya on the 
first day of Chaitra Navratri, also known as the Hindu New Year, the 
President will attend Vedic rituals at the Ram Mandir and will be present for 
the installation of the Shri Ram Yantra on the temple’s second floor.

 According to general secretary of the Shri Ram Janmabhoomi 
teerth shetra trust, Champat Rai, the Shri Ram Yantra was 
brought to Ayodhya two years ago. Based on Vedic mathematics 
and geometric patterns, the ‘yantra' is regarded as a sacred 
symbol believed to channel divine energy and positive spiritual 
vibrations.  
 It was being worshipped before Raja Ram from 12th march 
and will be placed on the second floor of the Ram Temple during 
the ceremony. During her three and a half hour stay, the president 
will also felicitate workers involved in the temple’s construction.  
 Around 7,000 people are expected to attend the event, 
including saints, dignitaries and contributors associated with the 
construction of the temple. Spiritual leader Mata 
Amritanandamayi will also participate in the function with around

CHILD SURVIVAL- UN REPORT 
 India has emerged as a leading global exemplar in child survival as 
per the United Nations Inter-agency Group for Child Mortality Estimation-
IGME 2025 report. According to the report, the Neonatal Mortality Rate has 
declined by nearly 70 per cent from 57 deaths per 1 thousand live births in 
1990 to 17 in 2024, reflecting sustained improvements in maternal and 
newborn healthcare services. Similarly, the Under-5 Mortality Rate has 
registered an even steeper reduction of 79 per cent, declining from 127 in 
1990 to 27 in 2024. 
 Highlighting the key initiatives such as Special Newborn Care Units, 
Janani Suraksha Yojana, Janani Shishu Suraksha Karyakram, and expanded 
immunisation programmes, Union Health Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda 
said that it has played a crucial role in driving this transformation and 
strengthening the health system. Mr Nadda also emphasised that the 
country's focused and comprehensive approach to neonatal care is paving 
the way for eliminating preventable child deaths and ensuring a healthier

WEST ASIA-CONFLICT  
 Tensions across West Asia rose sharply as facilities linked to the 
world’s largest natural gas field in Iran came under a coordinated US-
Israeli strike. Iranian state media reported that gas processing plants and 
petrochemical installations in the Asaluyeh Special Economic Energy Zone 
were targeted, disrupting key phases of the South Pars field and halting 
production. Fires were reported but later contained, and no casualties were 
immediately confirmed. The strike marks the first direct Israeli attack on 
Iran’s upstream energy infrastructure since the conflict began on February 
28. 
 The attack triggered immediate warnings from Iran’s Islamic 
Revolutionary Guard Corps, which declared several Gulf energy sites direct 



and legitimate targets and urged evacuations in Saudi Arabia, the UAE, and 
Qatar. Tehran described the strikes as a shift toward full-scale economic 
war, while Qatar and the UAE condemned the action as dangerous 
escalations threatening regional stability and global energy security. The 
strike coincided with Iranian missile barrages on Israel and further 
disruption of energy flows through the Strait of Hormuz.

 Tehran’s threats mark a significant escalation in a conflict 
already affecting global energy markets, as world crude and gas 
prices surged on fears of wider disruptions. Gulf states have 
condemned the warnings, stressing the importance of protecting 
civilian infrastructure and maintaining stability. 
 Qatar denounced the attack as dangerous and irresponsible, 
saying that targeting shared energy resources jeopardises global 
energy security. 
 Further targeting of energy assets could prolong the crisis, 
deepen economic fallout and draw more regional actors into the 
fray, increasing the risk of a broader confrontation that extends 
beyond current military engagements. 
 Global energy markets reacted sharply, with Brent crude 
climbing nearly six percent to around $110 per barrel and 
European gas benchmarks rising more than seven percent. 
Analysts warn that continued attacks could prolong the conflict 
and disrupt significant portions of global LNG supplies. Gulf 
energy infrastructure remains on high alert as the UAE, Saudi 
Arabia, and Qatar implement emergency safety measures. 
Diplomatic efforts are underway, including an Arab and Islamic 
foreign ministers’ meeting in Riyadh, as regional and international 
actors seek to prevent further escalation. Vinod Kumar for 
Akashvani News from Dubai.

He said that Industrial parks of 100 to 1000 acres will be developed with 
support of up to one crore rupees per acre.

 In a significant step towards strengthening farmer welfare and 
advancing the vision of Aatmanirbhar Bharat, the Cabinet approved MSP 
funding of over 1,718 crore rupees to the Cotton Corporation of India for 
the cotton season 2023-24. The Minister said, this funding aims to provide 
direct price support to cotton farmers across the country. Mr Vaishnaw 
said, the MSP operations are undertaken to safeguard the interests of 
cotton farmers, particularly during periods when market prices fall below 
the MSP.

 Cabinet also approved the Small Hydro Power Development Scheme 
for the period of 2026-27 to 2030-31 with an outlay of more than two 
thousand 584 crore for the installation of Small Hydro Power (SHP) Projects 
of an approximate capacity of 1500 MW. Mr Vaishnaw said that the scheme 
will also incentivise the states to prepare the detailed project report for 
about 200 projects to create a pipeline of small hydro projects in future.

 The Cabinet has approved the construction of over 101 km 
long four-lane access-controlled National Highway-927 from 
Barabanki to Bahraich in Uttar Pradesh at a cost of more than six 
thousand 969 crore rupees. The Minister said, the project provides 
seamless connectivity to key economic, social, and logistics nodes 
across Uttar Pradesh.
