Townships on 9th of this month. The Ministry of Information and Broadcasting said, the 

webinar will deliberate on key initiatives announced in the Union Budget 2026-27 to 

strengthen Education, Skills and Animation, Visual Effects, Gaming and Comics (AVGC) and 

Creator Economy Ecosystem in the country. The Ministry said that the inaugural session will 

be addressed by the Prime Minister, outlining the vision behind the budgetary initiative for 

the AVGC-creator economy, where creativity, culture and technology converge to drive 

growth, jobs and soft power. As part of the webinar, the Ministry will host a Breakout 

Session on AVGC Content Creator Labs in Schools and Colleges. The session will focus on 

the implementation of the Union Budget announcement to establish AVGC Content Creator 

Labs across 15 thousand schools and 5 hundred  higher educational institutions, aimed at 

nurturing creative talent.  

 

MIZORAM-VICE PRESIDENT 

Vice President CP Radhakrishnan today said Mizoram Peace Accord ensured lasting peace 

and development in Mizoram. Speaking at the 20th convocation ceremony of Mizoram 

University, the Vice President said Mizoram is now regarded as the most peaceful state in 

the country. He noted that the accord not only brought an end to conflict but also laid the 



foundation for sustained development in the region. CP Radhakrishnan highlighted the 

progress made across the Northeast, stating that development initiatives have significantly 

benefited the region’s youth. He added that Mizoram will play an important role in helping 

India realise the vision of Vikshit Bharat 2047. The Vice President also emphasised the 

central government’s priority to accelerate development in the Northeast. He pointed to 

major infrastructure projects underway in the state, including a railway line connecting 

Aizawl to the rest of the country. He further noted that the Kaladan Multimodal Transit 

Transport Project is nearing completion, which is expected to enhance trade opportunities 

with neighbouring countries. 

 

UTTARAKHAND-AMIT SHAH 

Union Home and Cooperation Minister Amit Shah today inaugurated and laid the foundation 

stone for various development projects worth over one thousand 129 crore rupees in 

Haridwar, Uttarakhand. On this occasion, the program titled Jan-Jan Ki Sarkar, 4 Saal 

Bemisaal was organized. To mark four years of the Uttarakhand government, a state-level 

exhibition has been set up at the event, showcasing the government’s key achievements 

and major policy decisions. 

 

RAJASTHAN-BHOOMI PUJAN 

The foundation stone and Bhoomi Pujan of the Kota-Bundi Greenfield Airport in Rajasthan 

will be performed this afternoon. The grand ceremony will be held at the airport site in 

Shambhupura, where Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla, Chief Minister Bhajan Lal Sharma, and 

Union Civil Aviation Minister K. Ram Mohan Naidu will attend as chief guests. The airport, to 

be constructed at an estimated cost of around 1 thousand 507 crore rupees, will feature a 3 

thousand 200-metre-long runway and a modern terminal building, which is expected to 

boost tourism and trade in the region. During the same programme, the foundation stones 

of two major projects aimed at providing a permanent solution to the region’s drinking 

water problems will also be laid. These include the Naunera Large Drinking Water Scheme 

and the Parvan-Akawad Drinking Water Project. More than 5 thosuand crore rupees will be 



invested in these ambitious projects, which will help provide safe drinking water to lakhs of 

families in thousands of villages across the districts of Kota, Bundi, Baran, and Jhalawar. 

 

REV. DAY-WEST ASIA CONFLICT 

The intense military conflict in West Asia has entered its eighth day today, escalating into a 
wider regional confrontation as United States, Israel, and Iran continue with new wave of 
airstrikes, and drone attacks. Tensions escalated in the region after a joint US-Israel 
military striked Iran on 28th of last month, killing Iran Supreme Leader Ayatollah Ali 
Khamenei and other military commanders, prompting a fierce retalitary attack by Tehran. 
Amid the esclating tensions, US President Donald Trump's administration approved a new 
151 million US dollars arms sale to Israel. Airstrikes hit the Iranian capital in the early hours 
today. A video circulating on social media showed Tehran's Mehrabad Airport on fire 
following the strikes. Explosions were heard and smoke was seen in the eastern and 
western parts of Tehran. The reports came shortly after the Israeli military announced it 
was carrying out a new wave of attacks on Tehran. Iran's UN ambassador Amir Saeid 
Iravani said that one thousand 332 Iranian civilians, including women and children, have 
been killed in US-Israeli airstrikes. He alleged that the United States and Israel have 
deliberately targeted civilians and civilian infrastructure across Iran. He reitered that Iran 
will continue to exercise its right to self-defence. US Central Command has announced a 
major intensification of its military campaign, confirming that thousands of strikes have 
been conducted on targets inside Iran over the past week. In a statement, US Central 
Command said that US forces have struck over 3 thousand targets in the first week of 
Operation Epic Fury. United States President Donald Trump has ruled out any deal with Iran 
and called for its unconditional surrender. In a social media post yesterday, Mr. Trump said, 
US and its allies will work tirelessly to bring Iran back from the brink of destruction, making 
it economically bigger, better, and stronger than ever before. Iran's President Masoud 
Pezeshkian has said that a demand by the United States for an unconditional surrender is a 
dream. Mr. Pezeshkian also apologised for Iran's attacks on regional countries, insisting that 
Tehran would halt attacks, suggesting they were caused by miscommunication in the ranks. 
Russian President Vladimir Putin held a phone conversation with Iranian President Masoud 
Pezeshkian. In a statement Kremlin said, during the call, President Putin expressed 
condolences over the deaths of Iran’s supreme leader, senior officials, and civilians in the 
ongoing conflict. He reiterated Russia’s position that the hostilities must end immediately 
and that a diplomatic solution should be pursued. Iranian President thanked Russia for its 
support and briefed President Putin on the latest developments in Iran. Both sides agreed 
to maintain close communication. Meanwhile, Lebanon's state-run news agency reported 
that local fighters clashed early today with an Israeli force that landed near the town of 
Nabi Chit, a Hezbollah stronghold in eastern Lebanon. Saudi Arabia has cautioned Iran 
against engaging in what it described as misguided calculations as tensions across the West 
Asia region continue to intensify. Iran has directed retaliatory missile and drone strikes 
toward Israel and US military positions, while also launching hundreds of ballistic missiles 
and thousands of drones toward Arab states across the Gulf. These attacks have targeted 
energy infrastructure, civilian locations, and US military bases spread across the region. 



Saudi Arabia's Defence Minister Khalid bin Salman Al Saud issued the warning following a 
meeting with Pakistan's Army Chief Field Marshal Asim Munir. The Saudi Defence Ministry 
said a ballistic missile launched toward Prince Sultan Air Base was intercepted and 
destroyed. 

 

JAISHANKAR-RAISINA 

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar today said that the rise of the country will be 
determined by India and its strength, not by the mistakes of others. He made these 
remarks at Raisina Dialogue 2026, while speaking alongside with his Seychelles, Mauritius 
and Sri Lankan counterpart and Former Foreign Minister of Australia on the theme of ‘Heart 
of the Seas: Future of the Indian Ocean’. He added that the direction of country's rise is 
very clear and unstoppable. Dr Jaishankar noted that the countries of the Indian Ocean 
stand to benefit with the growth of India and those countries working with India will get 
more benefits.

NEPAL ELECTION- RESULTS 

Counting ongoing for HOR elections in Nepal. RSP appears to have a clear majority in 165 

seats under First past the post system. counting will immediately start for proportional 

representation, once the results for FPTP are declared. By the afternoon, Out of 165 

constituencies, final results have been declared from 47 constituencies. Meanwhile, the 

counting of votes is ongoing in the remaining places. Rastriya Swatantra Party is leading in 

83 constituencies under the first-past-the-post system. RSP has won 36 seats, Nepali 

Congress 6 and is leading in another 10 constituencies,  UML has won 2 seats and is 

leading in 8, NCP has won 2 seats and is leading in 8, and Shram sanskriti party is leading 

in 4 constituencies.   

NEW PRESIDENT-SANTAL CONFERENCE  

President Droupadi Murmu has said that the Union government has taken several steps to 

uplift the tribal communities, their cultural traditions and languages ensuring all round 

development. The President addressed the 9th International Santal Conference being 

organised by the International Santal Council at Darjeeling in West Bengal today. Speaking 



on this occasion, the President said, the rich Santhali culture and traditions are deeply 

rooted with nature, environment conservation and its coexistence with human. She said Ol 

chiki language of Santhal community had been included in 8th schedule of constitution. She 

said, since 2023 many tribal museums in different states are being established which are 

glorifying the great culture, traditions and history of tribals.  

 

NAIDU- AIRBUS CENTRE  

Civil Aviation Minister Ram Mohan Naidu said that the nation has emerged as a hub for 

Global Capability Centers, with Airbus establishing its second-largest digital centre outside 

Europe in India. Speaking at the virtual inauguration of Airbus India Technology Centre in 

Bengaluru today, Mr Naidu said, powered by the country’s skilled and youthful workforce, 

the new Airbus campus with advanced engineering and innovation centres stands as a 

testament to country's growing strength as a Global Capability Centers powerhouse. The 

Minister added that the facility will enable country's talent to design and develop critical 

systems for Airbus commercial aircraft and helicopters flying anywhere in the world.

NEW EVE. PM RAJASTHAN 

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that regions connected 
through air connectivity experience faster and broader development. In a 
video message on the occasion of the groundbreaking ceremony of the 
new Kota-Bundi Greenfield Airport today, the Prime Minister said that 
before 2014, India had around 70 airports, but their number has now 
increased to more than 160. He also noted that several airports have now 
been developed around Delhi. Mr. Modi said that when airports are built, 
they encourage entrepreneurship and tourism in nearby smaller towns and 
accelerate economic activities in the region. He added that the Kota Airport 
will open new doors of progress for Kota and surrounding areas.

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HYDERABAD- MAOISTS SURRENDER   

 In a historic blow to the Maoist movement in the country, 130 

Maoists surrendered before Telangana Chief Minister Revanth Reddy at the 

Integrated Command and Control Centre, in Hyderabad today. This group 

included three state committee members, one regional committee member, 

and ten divisional committee members, marking a significant shift in the 

state's security landscape. The surrendering cadres handed over a massive 

cache of 124 sophisticated weapons, including an INSAS LMG, 31 AK-47s, 

21 INSAS rifles and 20 SLRs. 

 During a media conference following the event, Chief Minister Reddy 



hailed the mass surrender as a major victory for democracy. He 

emphasized that the state government remains deeply committed to 

resolving grievances through dialogue and the peaceful philosophy of 

Mahatma Gandhi rather than through violence. The Chief Minister noted 

that the momentum toward peace is growing, with 721 Maoists joining the 

mainstream in Telangana since January 2024. 

 The Chief Minister also revealed that proposals from previously 

surrendered central committee members have been shared with Union 

Home Minister Amit Shah for further consideration.  

 To support this transition, the state has promised a comprehensive 

rehabilitation package featuring Indiramma houses, superior medical care, 

and increased financial compensation. Concluding the event, the Chief 

Minister issued a direct appeal to top leaders still in hiding, including 

Ganapathi, to surrender and participate in the reconstruction of Telangana 

through the ballot rather than the bullet. He also lauded the police force for 

their successful efforts in building trust among the Maoist cadres.
