The sessions will also
deliberate upon private sector investment and entrepreneurship in the animal
husbandry value chain, integrated development of reservoirs and Amrit
Sarovars for fisheries, strengthening coastal fisheries value chains, and
expanding market access for products made by rural women entrepreneurs
through Self Help Entrepreneurs-Marketing Avenues for Rural
Transformation SHE-Marts.

Secretary (West), External Affairs Ministry, Sibi George today said
Prime Minister Narendra Modi and President of Finland Alexander Stubb
discussed the current evolving situation in West Asia. Replying to a query
while breifing media in New Delhi this evening, Mr George said both leaders
discussed issues of interest to both India and Finland, including West Asia
situation. He said both leaders held wide ranging discussions and covered all
aspects of bilateral relationship. He said the Ukraine conflict also came up for
discussion during the talks.

Secretary (West) said that Finland's advanced capabilities in
digital innovation align well with India's digital transformation initiatives. He
said, the two sides have established a cross-sectoral joint working group on
digitalization to advance cooperation in new and emerging technologies such
as 5G and 6G, quantum communications, high-performance and quantum
computing, and artificial intelligence.

Mr George said that the two sides have also signed an MoU on

migration and mobility partnership. He said, it is expected to facilitate the
mobility of talent, including professionals, students, entrepreneurs,
researchers, and academics. He expressed hope that Finland will provide
enhanced access for Indian students, including internships and post-study
employment opportunities.

AP-POPULATION POLICY

Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister N. Chandrababu Naidu announced that
the state government is preparing to introduce a Population Management
Policy, the first of its kind in the country, to address the state’s declining
fertility rate and future demographic challenges. Speaking in the State
Assembly in Amaravati today, the Chief Minister said the government aims to
finalise the policy by the end of this month and implement it from 1st April. He
expressed concern that the state’s total fertility rate has fallen sharply from
3.0 in 1993 to about 1.5 at present, warning that a continued decline could
lead to an ageing population and a shortage of young workers, affecting
long-term economic growth.

NADDA - WHO

Union Health Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda has reaffirmed India’s
strong commitment to eliminating cervical cancer as a public health problem
and strengthening global health cooperation. Virtually addressing a press
briefing on global health issues with the World Health Organization (WHO)
Director General Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus, the minister said India has
adopted a multi-pronged strategy to combat the disease focusing on
prevention, screening, early detection and timely treatment. He said
screening services for cervical cancer using Visual Inspection with Acetic Acid
(VIA) are now available at Ayushman Arogya Mandirs and other health
facilities for women between 30 and 65 years of age. Under the National
Programme for Prevention and Control of Non-Communicable Diseases, over
86 million women have already been screened across the country.

Mr Nadda also highlighted the nationwide vaccination campaign
against Human Papillomavirus (HPV). He said the campaign was launched on
28th February by Prime Minister Narendra Modi and aims to vaccinate about
12 million adolescent girls aged 14 years. The vaccination drive will run for 90
days and follows a single-dose schedule using the Gardasil Quadrivalent
vaccine, which is being provided free of cost at government health facilities.

The Union Health Minister said the initiative reflects the vision of
Swasth Nari, Sashakt Parivar, placing prevention and equitable healthcare for
women at the centre. He added that the programme is voluntary and based
on parental consent, respecting community values. Reaffirming India’s global
commitment, he said the country fully supports the WHO global strategy to
eliminate cervical cancer and achieve the 90-70-90 targets by 2030, which
include vaccination of 90 percent of girls, screening of 70 per cent of women



and treatment of 90 per cent of women diagnosed with cervical disease.
Furthermore, WHO Director General praised India’s efforts and described the
nationwide HPV vaccination campaign as the world’s largest free vaccination
drive, calling it a landmark step toward eliminating cervical cancer.
