The Prime Minister will reach Kokrajhar in the afternoon and will perform
Bhoomi Poojan, lay foundation stones and flag off projects worth Rs. 4,570




crore. The Prime Minister will lay foundation stone of a road infrastructure
project Assam Mala 3.0 and 6 number of road projects including four flyovers
and two bridges for the BTC area. On the same ocassion, the PM will lay the
foundation stone of a railway Periodic Overhauling Workshop in Kokrajhar and
will also flag off three new trains Kamakhya-Charlapalli Amrit Bharat Express;
Guwahati-New Jalpaiquri Express, and Narangi-Agartala Express. The PM will
also address a huge public meeting at Kokrajhar before travelling to Guwahati.
At Guwahati, the PM will perform Bhoomi Poojan, inaugurate and dedicate to
the nation several development projects around Rs. 19,680 crore. Prime Minister
will also release the 22nd installment of the PM-KISAN scheme to over 9.3 crore
farmers across the country. Tomorrow, the Prime Minister will lay foundation
stones and dedicate to the nation various projects worth Rs. 23,550 crore at
Silchar.

SHIVRAJ - PM KISAN SAMMAN NIDHI

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will release the 22nd installment of Pradhan
Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi from Guwahati in Assam tomorrow. Union
Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan announced this
while addressing the media in New Delhi this morning. He noted that Prime
Minister Modi will release 18 thousand 640 crore rupees through Direct Benefit
Transfer to the bank accounts of around 9 crore 32 lakh farmers. He added that
more than 4 lakh 9 thousand crore rupees have already been transferred to
farmers under the scheme so far. Mr Chouhan said that with the release of the
next installment, the total amount will exceed 4 lakh 27 thousand crore rupees.

Mr Chouhan said that the total foodgrain production of the country has
risen from 252 million tonnes in 2014 to about 357 million tonnes in 2025. He
noted that horticulture has recorded remarkable growth, with production
increasing from 277 million tonnes to around 369 million tonnes during the same
period. He added the production and productivity of fruits and vegetables have
also been rising steadily. The Minister highlighted that the government has also
launched the first phase of an Al-based digital platform, Bharat Vistar, which will
provide farmers with comprehensive information related to agricultural queries,
including through phone calls in their own languages.

MHA CENTRAL ASSISTANCE

A High-Level Committee, under the Chairmanship of Union Home
Minister Amit Shah has approved more than one thousand nine hundred
twelve crore rupees of additional central assistance to Andhra Pradesh,
Chhattisgarh, Gujarat, Himachal Pradesh, Nagaland and Jammu and
Kashmir affected by flood, flash flood, cloudburst, cyclone ‘Montha’
landslides last year. The Ministry of Home Affairs informed that the out of
the total amount, more than 341 crore rupees has been approved for
Andhra Pradesh, 15.70 crore rupees for Chhattisgarh, and more than 778
crore rupees for Gujarat. The Ministry also informed that this additional
assistance is over and above the funds released by the Centre to the States
in the State Disaster Response Fund (SDRF), already placed at the disposal
of the States. During the financial year 2025-26, the Central Government
has released more than twenty thousand seven hundred thirty five crore
rupees to 28 States under SDRF and more than three thousand six
hundred twenty eight crore rupees under NDRF to 21 States.
