UTTARAKHAND BHUPENDRA YADAV

Union Minister for Environment, Forest and Climate Change
Bhupender Yadav has emphasized the need for a balanced approach
between economy and ecology for the country’s development. Addressing
the inaugural session of a two-day national workshop in Dehradun today
on the occasion of International Day of Forests, he said that achieving this
balance requires a science-based approach.

In his address, the Minister highlighted India’s commitment and
achievements in nature conservation. He stressed the importance of
adopting a “nature-first” approach in conservation efforts, stating that only
by embracing harmonious coexistence with nature can the Earth remain
livable. In a tweet message, the Minister also informed that the country’s
forest cover has increased by 13,669 square kilometers compared to 2014.
The forest area has grown from 701,673 square kilometers in 2014 to
715,342 square kilometers in 2026. He further noted that the country’s
carbon sink from forest and tree cover has risen from 1.97 billion tonnes of
CO2 in 2014 to 2.29 billion tonnes of CO2.

GOVT-LPG

The Government has approved another 20 per cent allocation of
commercial LPG to States, which would take overall allocation to 50 per
cent including 10 per cent allocation based on ease of doing reforms for
PNG expansion. This additional percentage of allocation shall be given on
priority to sectors like restaurants, dhabas, hotels, industrial canteens,
dairy, subsidised canteens and others run by State or local bodies. The
government has assured citizens that there is no shortage of petrol, diesel,
or LPG, urging people not to panic as it strengthens response measures
amid tensions in West Asia. In a statement, the Ministry of Petroleum and
Natural Gas said, Domestic LPG Production from refineries has been
increased. The Ministry said, City Gas Distribution have been advised to



Prioritise PNG Connections for Commercial Establishments. Apart from this,
Commercial LPG consumers in major cities and urban areas are advised to
switch to PNG. The government has asked states to take strict action
against hoarding and black marketing. The Ministry said, raids continue
across states and UTs to check LPG hoarding and black marketing

The Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways has said, it is closely
monitoring shipping movements, port operations, safety of Indian seafarers
and continuity of maritime trade. It said, all Indian seafarers in the region
are safe, with no incidents involving Indian-flagged vessels reported in the
past 24 hours. The Ministry said that a total of 22 Indian-flagged vessels
with 611 Indian seafarers remain in the western Persian Gulf region and
DG Shipping is monitoring the situation. It said, more than 500 Indian
seafarers have already been brought back safely apart from this, 15 Indian
crew members of MT Safesea Vishnu safely return to India from Iraq.

TRUMP- IRAN WAR END (includes EP-II story- IRAN-WAR END )

U.S. President Donald Trump has said the US is considering winding
down its military operation against Iran, as Iran and Israel traded attacks
and Iranian media reported a strike on the nuclear facility in Natanz.

In a social media post, Trump said Washington was close to meeting
its objectives and indicated that other countries should take the lead in
securing the Strait of Hormuz, warning that any disruption could trigger a
global energy shock. The U.S. administration has sent mixed signals on its
war aims, now in its fourth week, leaving allies struggling to respond.
Within 24 hours, Trump suggested the conflict could wind down even as
additional U.S. forces moved to the region on a mission whose goals were
not immediately Clear.

Meanwhile, Iranian Foreign Minister Seyed Abbas Araghchi said Iran
seeks a complete, comprehensive and lasting end to the war, rejecting a
ceasefire. He described US-Israeli strikes as an illegal, unprovoked act of
aggression and urged the international community to act. The Iranian
Foreign Minister Seyed said, any resolution must include guarantees
against future attacks and compensation, adding that the United States has
yet to show readiness for a genuine settlement. He said Tehran is ready to



facilitate Japanese vessels through the Strait of Hormuz. Araghchi also
warned the United Kingdom of a response if its involvement escalates,
criticising Prime Minister Keir Starmer for allowing U.S. use of British bases.
Meanwhile, UK Home Secretary Yvette Cooper cautioned Iran against
targeting British interests, warning of further escalation.
