 Government today reassured that all refineries are operating at the 
highest capacity with adequate crude inventory. Domestic LPG production 
is steady, and sufficient stock is available. Addressing an inter-ministerial 
briefing on recent developments in West Asia held in New Delhi today, 
Joint Secretary, Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas, Sujata Sharma 
informed that 11 thouand 300 tonnes of commercial LPG has been supplied 
to consumers in the last one week. She said that domestic LPG production 
has increased by 40 per cent, and there is no dry-out at retail outlets. She 
said, there has been a reduction in LPG panic booking and online bookings 
of LPG has gone up to 93 percent. The Joint Secretary further 
informed that there has been slight increase in the rates of 
premium petrol while there has been no increase in normal petrol 
rates. Talking about Enforcement Action on Black Marketing and Hoarding 
She said, more than 4 thousand 500 raids were conducted yesterday 
across the country.

 Special Secretary for Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways, Rajesh 
Kumar Sinha said that in the past 24 hours, no maritime incident has been 
reported and all 22 ships and 611 Indian seafarers are safe. He said that 
DG Shipping is continuously monitoring them. He informed that there is no 
congestion at any port and it has taken several steps to manage cargo 
movement. He said, New Mangalore Port has announced concessions on 
charges for crude and LPG handling. He added that Govenrment continues 
to closely monitor shipping movements, safety of Indian seafarers amid 
evolving situation in West Asia.

Mr Mahajan said that Six 
Indian nationals have lost their lives, and one remains missing in separate 
incidents across the Gulf region. He added that the Saudi Arabia, Oman, 
Iraq, and the UAE are in regular touch with the concerned authorities 
regarding the missing Indian national and for the early repatriation of 
mortal remains of the deceased Indian nationals to India.

NHAI- AI DASHCAM 

National Highways Authority of India (NHAI) will introduce AI 
Powered Dashcam Monitoring System for operations and management on 
around 40 thousand kilometres of the National Highway network. The 
Ministry of Road, Transport and Highways informed that the initiative 
leverages AI and Machine Learning (ML) to enhance the use of high-tech, 
data-driven Operations and Maintenance for the National Highways and 
Expressways across the country. The project aims to enhance remote 
tracking and road condition assessments using high-resolution imagery and 
video data. Specialized dashboard cameras will be mounted on Route 
Patrol Vehicles (RPVs) to conduct weekly surveys on all the stretches 
comprehensively. The Ministry highlighted that the adopted method will 
also cover Road Furniture incorporating Real-time identification of 
damaged or faded lane markings, crash barriers and non-functional 
streetlights. 

The Ministry informed  that five zones have been strategically created 
across the country to ensure systematic data monitoring. It said, a 
specialized IT platform featuring dedicated modules for data management, 
AI analytics and interactive visualization dashboards will be developed 
dedicatedly for this purpose. It added that the solution also allows side-by-
side comparisons of road conditions over time, enabling NHAI to precisely 
track maintenance progress and repair efficiently. The Ministry further 



noted that the AI generated results will also be integrated to central NHAI 
Data Lake platform for seamless monitoring and ensuring timely 
rectification of defects.

In West Asia, a sharp intensification in hostilities has overshadowed the 
celebrations of Eid al-Fitr and Nowruz as cycle of retaliatory strikes are now 
directly targeting economic assets including widespread attacks on critical 
energy infrastructure. Iranian state TV today confirmed that Spokesman of 
Iran's Islamic Revolutionary Guard Corps, IRGC Ali Mohammad Naini has 
been killed in an Israeli strike. In the UAE, key installations including the 
Habshan gas facility and the Bab oil field were temporarily shut down 
following missile interceptions and falling debris. Kuwait said, an oil refinery 
in the Gulf state was hit by a drone attack. Qatar’s Ras Laffan facility has 
suffered extensive damage, with authorities indicating a significant impact 
on liquefied natural gas exports. The Strait of Hormuz remains effectively 
closed, disrupting a major share of global oil and gas flows and sending 
energy markets into volatility.
