During the
first phase, discussion took place on the Motion of Thanks to the President’s
Address and the Union Budget for 2026-27. In the second phase, Parliament
gave its nod to the Finance Bill 2026 and the Appropriation (No. 2) Bill 2026.
Besides, Prime Minister Narendra Modi addressed both Houses of Parliament
during the session, presenting the Government’s position on the situation
arising from the ongoing conflict in West Asia.

SHIVRAJ AGRI-MINISTERS MEET

Union Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan
has said that 9.25 crore farmer IDs have been created so far across 19 states.
The Union Minister held a review meeting with agriculture ministers of
various states. During the meeting, the Minister directed the states to act
strictly against hoarding and black marketing of fertilisers. He said that
farmers should receive a fair price for their produce, their complaints should
be redressed in time, and procurement should be done directly from farmers.

On the approvals granted to states for procurement of certain crops,



Mr. Chouhan directed that procurement should be limited strictly to FAQ (Fair
Average Quality) produce. He added that farmers’ registration should be
done on Aadhaar-linked portals and biometric or face authentication should
be made mandatory at procurement centres. While sharing information
about the organisation of Regional Agriculture Conferences, the Minister said,
the country will be divided into five agro-climatic zones and comprehensive
discussions will be held for each zone. Accordingly, the first conference for
the Western Zone will be held in Jaipur on 7th of this month.

PM - CCS MEETING

Prime Minister Narendra Modi chaired a special meeting of the Cabinet
Committee on Security (CCS) to review measures taken by various Ministries
and Departments and also discussed further initiatives to be taken in the
context of the ongoing West Asia conflict, at his residence in New Delhi
yesterday.

This was the second special CCS meeting on the issue. During the
meeting, the Prime Minister assessed the availability of critical needs for the
common man. He also discussed the availability of fertilisers in the country
and steps being taken to ensure its availability in the Kharif and Rabi seasons.
The Prime Minister also directed that all efforts must be made to safeguard
the citizens from the impact of the ongoing conflict. Mr Modi underlined the
need for timely and smooth flow of authentic information to the public to
prevent misinformation and rumour mongering. Mr Modi also directed all
concerned departments to take all possible measures to ameliorate the
problems of citizens and sectors affected by the ongoing global situation.

During the meeting, interventions across agriculture, fertilizers,
shipping, aviation, logistics and MSMEs to mitigate emerging challenges were
discussed. Further, a review of supply diversification for LPG and LNG, fuel
duty reduction and power sector measures was also undertaken to ensure
stability of essential supplies.

The Cabinet Secretary briefed about the action taken to ensure supply
of petroleum products, particularly LNG and LPG, and sufficient power
availability. He further briefed that LPG prices for domestic consumers have
remained the same and Anti-diversion enforcement to curb hoarding and
black marketing of LPG is being conducted regularly.

The government said, initiatives have also been taken to expand Piped



Natural Gas connections. It added that measures like exempting the
gas-based power plants with a capacity of 7-8 GW from gas pooling
mechanism and increasing of rake for positioning more coal at thermal power
stations etc have also been taken to ensure availability of power during the
peak summer months. Interventions proposed to be taken for emerging
challenges in various other sectors such as agriculture, civil aviation, shipping
and logistics were also discussed during the meeting.

The government also informed that control rooms have been set up for
constant monitoring and interaction with States/UTs on prices and
enforcement of Essential Commodities Act and the prices of agricultural
products, vegetables and fruits are also being monitored. It said that efforts
are being taken to globally diversify sources for energy, fertilizers and other
supply chains, and international initiatives for securing safe passage of
vessels through the strait of Hormuz and ongoing diplomatic efforts.
