LEGAL STATUS: The bill to grant legal status to Amaravati as the permanent
capital of Andhra Pradesh has been introduced in the Lok Sabha. Union Minister
of State for Home Affairs, Nityananda Rai, introduced the bill titled "Andhra
Pradesh Reorganisation Amendment Act" in the Lok Sabha.Speaker Om Birla
allowed one hour for discussion on the bill and said that if necessary, they could
extend the discussion by another hour.The Congress party has announced its full
support for the bill. Congress MP Manickam Tagore stated this in the Lok Sabha.
The bill was passed in the lower house by voice vote. Now bill is scheduled to be
introduced in the Rajya Sabha on Thursday. DESK 9

LPG: Oil marketing companies have increased the prices of commercial LPG gas
cylinders by 195 rupees and 50 paise, across Metropolitan Cities amid the conflict
in West Asia. As per the Indian Oil Corporation Limited website, retail price of
commercial LPG gas cylinders in Delhi is now two thousand 78 rupees and 50
paise. Similarly, commercial LPG prices have been increased to two thousand 208
rupees in Kolkata, 2 thousand 31 rupees in Mumbai, and two thousand 246
rupees and 50 paise in Chennai. The revised price of the 19-kilogram commercial
LPG cylinder has come into effect from today. Meanwhile, the price of domestic
LPG cylinders remained unchanged in the country despite uncertainty in fuel
prices due to the WestAsia conflict. NSD 10

LS-RAILWAYS: Railways Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw has said that a record budget
allocation has been made for Railways, which is benefiting every citizen of the




country, especially the poor and the middle class. Replying to supplementaries
during Question Hour in the Lok Sabha today, Mr Vaishnaw said significant
investments made in the railway sector over the past decade have directly
benefited every citizen of the country. He said, in the last financial year, the
Railways operated 76 thousand 352 special trains. He also highlighted that today,
around 25 thousand trains are running daily across the railway network. The
Minister informed that this year the Railways have also achieved a record freight
loading of one thousand 670 million metric tonnes. Vaishnaw said there has been
a notable improvement in safety. He said the Railways has registered record
earnings, reflecting its strong operations and expanding scale.
