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REVANTH REDDY: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy conducted a high-level review
meeting in Jubilee Hills regarding the comprehensive development of the Basara
Temple. The session was attended by Minister Konda Surekha, Government
Advisor Sudarshan Reddy, and other senior officials, where the proposed master
plan was presented. The Chief Minister directed officials to ensure that the
temple's transformation is aesthetically magnificent while strictly adhering to
spiritual traditions and respecting the sentiments of devotees.

Secretary, Rajesh Agrawal, today chaired a high-level Chintan Shivir in Hyderabad
to bolster the nation's pharmaceutical exports and innovation. Organized by the
Department of Commerce and Pharmexcil, the event focused on realizing the
Prime Minister’s vision of making India a global hub for medical self-reliance.
While the industry is currently valued at USS 60 billion, the Secretary emphasized
a transition from volume-driven to value-driven growth, specifically targeting a
90% domestic production rate to reduce import dependencies.
