PM-NARI SHAKTI:Prime Minister Narendra Modi has emphasised that fifty per
cent of the country’s population should be made a part of decision-making
process.

HEATWAVE: Telangana is experiencing a severe heatwave as temperatures soar
across several districts. The Meteorological Department has issued orange alerts
for the next two days in Hyderabad, Medchal-Malkajgiri, Nizamabad, and the



combined districts of Adilabad, Khammam, and Mahabubnagar. Maximum
temperatures are expected to rise by one to two degrees over the coming three
days, potentially reaching between 41°C and 44°C in the alerted areas.
Furthermore, heatwave conditions are predicted for districts including
Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy, Narayanpet, and Jogulamba Gadwal starting today.
Officials have cautioned the public about these intensifying conditions as the
mercury continues its steady climb across the state.
