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RAJANNA SIRCILLA: Rajanna Sircilla Additional Collector Gaddam Nagesh
encouraged farmers to utilize government grain procurement centers during his
visit to Racherla Boppapur village in Yellareddypet Mandal. While inaugurating
a center established under the IKP, he inspected grain heaps and moisture levels
to ensure quality standards. He instructed procurement center organizers to
facilitate a seamless process for farmers without any inconveniences.
