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EVE. POSHAN PAKHWADA 

 Women and Child Development Minister Annpurna Devi today 
launched the 8th edition of Poshan Pakhwada 2026 in New Delhi. The 
theme for Poshan Pakhwada is - Maximizing brain development in the first 
six years of life. Addressing the gathering, the Minister said that the 
Pakhwada is an effort to turn nutrition into a people’s movement. She said 
that Anganwadi, ASHA and frontline workers are the backbone of this 



movement, working tirelessly from centres to households. The Minister 
noted that from teaching hygiene to nutrition practices, Anganwadi workers 
are shaping the future of country's children every day. She added that the 
government will identify and scale up best practices from states to 
strengthen nutrition outcomes nationwide. 

(BYTE-ANNPURNA DEVI) 
 The Minister further reiterated government's commitment to 
eliminate anemia and malnutrition from the country. She emphasized that 
the states must identify gaps and act faster and no region should be left 
behind in nutrition goals. The Minister also said that that traditional foods 
and local recipes should be promoted to ensure better child nutrition. She 
stressed on reducing children’s screen time and encouraged traditional play 
for holistic development.

 During the event, the Minister also launched the 'Home Visit 
Scheduler' in the POSHAN tracker app. As part of the Pakhwada, activities 
will be organized across States and Union Territories through Anganwadi 
Centers, with participation from mothers, caregivers, families, community 
institutions, and local bodies. These will include Poshan Panchayats, 
awareness sessions, early stimulation activities, play-based learning 
initiatives, and campaigns promoting healthy lifestyles and reduced screen 
time among young children. 
 
 
JITENDRA- NITI AAYOG REPORT 

Science and Technology Minister Dr Jitendra Singh has called upon the 
private sector to step up its participation in Research and Development 
(R&D), saying stronger industry involvement is key to boosting India’s 
innovation ecosystem. Speaking at the release of two reports by NITI 
Aayog on easing R&D processes in New Delhi, the Minister highlighted 
government initiatives such as opening up sectors like space and nuclear 
energy to private players and introducing mechanisms like the Research, 
Development and Innovation (RDI) fund. He urged industry to match these 
efforts with increased investment and collaboration. Dr Singh stressed the 
need for systemic reforms to improve the ease of research, focusing on 
better access to funding, reducing administrative bottlenecks, and 
encouraging greater philanthropy in scientific work. He noted that while 



India has strong scientific talent, procedural delays and institutional 
challenges continue to hinder research outcomes. 
 
 

MANOHAR- BHUTAN VISIT  

Minister of Power Manohar Lal today called on the Prime Minister of 
Bhutan, Tshering Tobgay during his 4-day visit to Bhutan. During the 
meeting, the two leaders reaffirmed the shared commitment of the two 
nations to advance cooperation in clean energy and sustainable 
development. In another meeting, the Minister met Energy and Natural 
Resources Minister of Bhutan, Lyonpo Gem Tshering. They held discussions 
that focused on strengthening ongoing cooperation in the hydropower 
sector and on future avenues in renewable energy and regional power 
trade. Ministry of Power in a statement said that by expanding the scope of 
cooperation in the power sector, India and Bhutan have established an 
enhanced bilateral institutional framework mechanism. The Ministry added 
that this mechanism will enable regular review and coordination of ongoing 
and future initiatives between the two countries to further strengthen 
collaboration. Key areas of cooperation include non-hydro energy, cross-
border transmission, project financing, capacity building, and institutional 
partnerships. On this occasion the two sides signed Tariff Protocol of 
Punatsangchhu-II Hydroelectric Project and the Methodology for Reactive 
Energy Accounting of the Reactive Power Exchange. The visit marks 
another important step in the deepening of India-Bhutan bilateral ties. 
 
 

FUR. REV. EVE-ASSEMBLY ELECTIONS POLLING 

Polling has concluded peacefully for the Assembly Elections in Assam, 

Keralam, and the Union Territory of Puducherry. Voters today cast their 

votes for the 126 seats in Assam, 140 seats in Keralam and 30 seats in 

Puducherry.  

In Assam, 84.42 percent polling percentage was recorded till 5 PM. 

Maximum voter turnout of 94.08 percent was witnessed in South Salmara 

Mankachar district. In Keralam, 75.01 percent voter turnout was recorded 

till 5 PM. Maximum 77.63 percent polling percentage was witnessed in 



Kozhikode district. In the Union Territory of Puducherry, 86.92 percent 

voting was recorded till 5 PM.  

In the Bye Elections held in Bagalkot in Karnataka, 65.68 percent 

voting turnout was recorded till 5 PM while in Davanagere South 63.04 

percent was witnessed. In Nagaland, peaceful polling is underway for the 

by-election to the Koridang Assembly Constituency in Mokokchung district. 

The polling percentage till 5 PM stands at 80.62 percent. In Tripura's 

Dharmanagar seat, 79.84 percent voting was recorded till 5 PM.  

 Today is the last day for withdrawal of nominations for first phase of 

polling in West Bengal and the last day for filing of nominations for the 

second phase of polling in the State. Counting of votes for Assam, Keralam, 

Tamil Nadu, West Bengal and Union Territory of Puducherry will take place 

on the 4th of next month. The Election Commission has made elaborate 

security arrangements to ensure free, fair, and peaceful polling.

In poll-based Tamil Nadu, today is the last date for withdrawal of 
nomination. The final list of the contestants in the fray will be released 
later this evening. According to the present status, a total of 5024 
nominations have been accepted.

A delegation of the National Commission for Scheduled Tribes, led by its 
chairperson Antar Singh Arya today called on President Droupadi Murmu at 
Rashtrapati Bhawan. The delegation presented its annual report for the 
year 2024-25. 
 
 

PIB FACT CHECK- NALIYA AIRBASE 
The Government has debunked a false propaganda by Pakistani accounts, 
claiming that the Indian Air Force’s Naliya airbase in Gujarat provided 
refuelling and logistic support to Israeli jets in a recent Israeli strike on 
Iran’s Chabahar port. The Fact Check unit of the Press information Bureau 



(PIB) has clarified that the claim is fake. PIB explained that the narrative is 
part of a deliberate disinformation attempt aimed at creating confusion and 
provoking tensions. PIB has further urged the citizens not to share any 
unverified content. 
 
 

 
REV ASIAN BOXING C'SHIP 

In Asian Boxing Championships, Indian women boxers dominated the 
event today clinching three gold and one silver in a single day in Mongolia. 
Reigning World Champion Minakshi Hooda defeated Nomundari Enkh-
Amgalan of Mongolia 5-0 to clinch the gold in 48kg. Preeti Pawar overcame 
the challenge 5-0 against Chinese Taipei's Huang Hsiao-we in 54kg while 
Priya Ghanghas defeated North Korea's Won Un-gyong 3-0 in the 60kg 
final. Meanwhile, Jaismine lost her 57kg final to Thailand's Punrawee 
Ruenros and settled for Silver. 
 
 

MISRI-WASHINGTON MEETINGS 

Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri today met United States' Under Secretary of 
Defense for Acquisition and Sustainment Michael P. Duffey at washington 
in U.S. In a social media post, the spokesperson of Ministry of External 
Affairs Randhir Jaiswal said that the meeting was aimed to advance India 
and U.S. major defence partnership.
